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Mental features of the formation
of the legal culture of modern youth

The article is devoted to the study of the issues of legal culture of youth in modern Kazakhstani so-
ciety. The purpose of the article is to study the level of legal culture of young people, their knowledge
and ability to apply their rights in practice, as well as legal nihilism in the minds of young people. At the
same time, the article considers the meaning and concept of legal culture, its various definitions, as well
as its importance in the creation of a legal state and civil society. This scientific work is developed on the
basis of the analysis of scientific research of domestic and foreign scientists on the issue under consider-
ation and the results of empirical research of the authors. The purpose of the article is to identify patterns
and reasons for the formation of the legal culture of Kazakhstani youth. For this purpose, a sociological
survey was conducted among students of the Kazakh National University named after al-Farabi in order
to identify their perception of legal culture and its level. In total, more than 300 students of 1-4 courses
of legal and economic specialties took part in the survey. The conducted research is distinguished by the
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following main factors: the interest of young people in legal issues, the situation in society with human
rights and freedoms, mistrust of law enforcement agencies, a low level of civic activity, legal nihilism and
many others. These features indicate a low level of youth involvement in the human rights protection
system in the country, the incompleteness of the formation of civil society, the absence of an effective
system for raising the level of legal culture, the absence of a system for disseminating legal information
and using legal knowledge. All this complicates the process of legal development of young people and
the formation of a state based on the rule of law, and as a result, the development of civil society slows
down. In conclusion, the article proposes legislative changes to form a legal culture among young people
in society.

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AUTOMATION OF LAWMAKING:
PROSPECTS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE TECHNOLOGY

The foundation for this article is research and developments dedicated to the implementation of in-
formation and digital technologies in the legislative process to enhance its efficiency, transparency, and
strengthen interactions between government authorities and citizens. The scientific novelty of the study
lies in the application of advanced digital technologies to optimize legislative activities and expand civic
participation in this process.

The article explores the prospects for integrating artificial intelligence (Al) technologies into the
legislative process, analyzing contemporary approaches to the automation of drafting, analyzing, and
adapting regulatory legal acts. The article focuses on the application of natural language processing
(NLP), machine learning, and expert systems to enhance the efficiency and accuracy of law-making
processes.

The authors conduct a comparative analysis of the experience of digitalization of lawmaking in dif-
ferent countries, focusing on the potential risks and legal challenges associated with the use of artificial
intelligence technologies in this area. It is noted that Al is already being used in certain elements of
legislative activity, but mainly as an auxiliary tool rather than an independent participant in the process.
Based on the results of the study, it was concluded that the automation of lawmaking using Al is highly
promising. Its use is particularly in demand at the stages of information analysis, preparation of draft
laws and assessment of regulatory impact. At the same time, the need to develop regulatory, ethical, and
procedural frameworks for the safe and effective integration of Al into lawmaking is emphasized.

The conclusion offers recommendations for integrating intelligent systems into Kazakhstan’s legisla-
tive process and outlines possible directions for further research.

Introduction

The advancement of digital technologies in the
sphere of lawmaking is becoming a distinct and
forward-looking field of academic interest, encom-
passing the use of information security systems,
artificial intelligence (Al), big data processing, and
digital service platforms. Both on the global stage
and within the Republic of Kazakhstan, systematic
efforts are being undertaken to research and inte-
grate such technologies into legislative practices.
Although individual studies have addressed aspects
of this evolution, the digital transformation of law-
making institutions remains an actively developing
domain, reinforcing its academic significance and
novelty. Strategic directions in this regard have been

articulated by the Head of State and are reflected in
several foundational policy documents. These in-
clude the President’s Address to the People of Ka-
zakhstan “The Economic Course of a Fair Kazakh-
stan” dated September 1, 2023 (https://adilet.zan.kz/
rus/docs/K23002023 1/links); the Concept of Legal
Policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030
(https://adilet.zan.kz/rus/docs/U2100000674);  the
Concept for the Development of Artificial Intelli-
gence for 2024-2029 (https://adilet.zan.kz/rus/docs/
P2400000592); and the Concept of Digital Transfor-
mation, Development of the Information and Com-
munication Technology Industry, and Cybersecurity
for 2023-2029 (March 28, 2023, No. 269) (https://
adilet.zan.kz/rus/docs/P2300000269). These state
programs emphasize the integration of digital tools
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into legislative mechanisms as part of a broader strat-
egy for institutional modernization. The research fo-
cuses on three main areas which include the automa-
tion of document workflow and the development of
e-government (eGov) and the establishment of plat-
forms that enhance citizen-government interaction
in the legislative sphere. The application of Al in
legislative processes is currently being academically
researched in Kazakhstan. Researchers investigate
two applications of Al in legislation: using natural
language processing to analyze bills and employing
machine learning models to forecast legal outcomes
from different decisions. The research community
has identified data protection and cybersecurity as
essential topics within the legislative domain. Re-
search projects that protect legislative data and pro-
cesses include investigations into maintaining con-
fidential information safety during law discussions
and adoption.

Materials and methods

When studying the issues raised, logical, for-
mal — legal, analytical, as well as functional meth-
ods are used that determine the essence of the insti-
tution under study, the qualitative characteristics of
the subject of the study, which make it possible to
determine the possibility of regulating the impact of
Constitutional and sectoral legislation on the state of
law and order in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The scientific analysis adopted by the authors
consistently implements and effectively combines
the principles of complexity and consistency, which
made it possible to more fully and scientifically ac-
tualize the issues of lawmaking automation using
AlL

The research study uses analysis and synthesis
methods to examine existing scientific publications
and international experiences with Al-based legisla-
tive automation and legislative acts. The study uses
the comparative method to analyze different na-
tional approaches toward digitalizing the legislative
process. The system analysis method evaluates law-
making through legal technical and ethical perspec-
tives. The research includes expert interviews with
law and information technology specialists to assess
the potential of legislative process automation.

Effective use of methods helps to achieve the
objectivity and reliability of the results. Thus, the
study shows that artificial intelligence technologies
have significant potential for automating lawmak-
ing, especially at the stages of analysis, forecasting
and preparation of draft regulations. International
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experience shows the successful use of Al as an aux-
iliary tool, however, full implementation requires
solving legal, ethical and technical issues.

Literature review

The government of Kazakhstan works with in-
ternational organizations including the World Bank
and United Nations (UN) to enhance digital public
services and legislative processes. The partnership
involves studies for improving digital platforms that
enhance government-to-citizen engagement. The le-
gal framework development for digital technologies
including blockchain and artificial intelligence (AI)
receives special focus because these tools help mon-
itor law enforcement activities and provide transpar-
ency in legislative procedures. The European Union
(EU) puts substantial effort into creating digital
platforms which enable citizens to participate in
legislative processes through the eParticipation plat-
form (https://en-m-wikipedia-org.translate.goog/).
The EU is also exploring the potential of Al for
legislative analysis and law enforcement forecast-
ing through projects related to eLegislation (https://
www.gov.si/en/registries/projects/ezakonodaja/).
These systems improve government-citizen interac-
tion and make the legislative process more open and
accessible. The United States is one of the leading
countries in the development of automated legisla-
tive systems, including the use of Al for bill analy-
sis and law enforcement monitoring. In particular,
the AI Bill Drafting system provides legislators
with tools for automatically drafting bills (https://
www.softwareimprovementgroup.com). American
researchers are also actively studying cybersecurity
issues in legislative processes. In Canada, legislative
digitalization is closely linked to the active use of
platforms for public discussions of laws and citizen
proposals. The Canadian government is conducting
research on the use of Big Data to assess the con-
sequences of legislative enactments (https:/www.
bigdatasummitcanada.com/). South Korea and Ja-
pan are actively implementing Al technologies in
the legislative process. In South Korea, researchers
are exploring the use of machine learning to predict
the consequences of legal decisions, while Japan is
experimenting with the automation of routine legal
review processes (https://www.cambridge.org/ ).

Studies worldwide show that Al applications of
natural language processing (NLP) in European Par-
liament legal text analysis speed up the evaluation
of legislative proposals against current legal frame-
works. Such projects highlight the effectiveness of
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Al in reducing errors and expediting legal exper-
tise (https://www.europarl.europa.eu/). The use of
Big Data for analyzing law enforcement practices
in countries such as Germany, the United Kingdom,
and the Netherlands has become a crucial compo-
nent of legislative process research (https://academ-
ic.oup.com/). This approach enables the modeling
of potential legislative outcomes and enhances the
legal framework based on real-world data.

For instance, Richard Susskind’s work dis-
cusses the impact of information technology
on lawmaking, the legal profession, and legal
institutions. It examines issues related to au-
tomation and Al integration in the legal field.

Rubinstein, S. Lee, and P. M. Schwartz
have examined how data mining techniques and in-
ternet profiling are becoming subject to new forms
of regulation and technological control in the context
of legal analysis (Rubinstein, I., Lee, S., & Schwartz,
P. M. Data Mining and Internet Profiling: Emerging
Regulatory and Technological Approaches // Uni-
versity of Chicago Law Review. — 2018. https://
www.researchgate.net/publication/228189354
Data Mining and Internet Profiling Emerg-
ing_Regulatory and Technological Approaches).
A different aspect of Al integration into legal pro-
cesses is explored by M. Lippi and P. Torroni, who
assess the potential of argumentation mining for
automatically extracting legal reasoning from stat-
utes and judicial decisions — a technique increas-
ingly relevant in analyzing legislative drafts (Lippi,
M., & Torroni, P. Argumentation Mining: State of
the Art and Emerging Trends // ACM Transactions
on Internet Technology. — 2016. https://dl.acm.org/
doi/10.1145/2850417). Questions of fairness and al-
gorithmic transparency, particularly in relation to Al
applications in law enforcement and policy design,
are addressed by R. Binns in his monograph Fair-
ness in Machine Learning: Lessons from Political
Philosophy, where he draws connections between
philosophical principles and computational mod-
els (Binns, R. // Springer Briefs in Computer Sci-
ence. — 2021. https://arxiv.org/abs/1712.03586).
Comparative perspectives on Al use in legislative
drafting are offered by A. Jungherr, who analyzes
international case studies to identify both promising
practices and the limitations of automating lawmak-

ing procedures (https://journals.sagepub.com/doi/fu
11/10.1177/20563051231186353).

Together, these sources contribute to a more
profound academic understanding of how digital
tools — including Al, big data, and computational
linguistics — are reshaping the contours of legislative
work. For instance, in the article by Bondarchuk . V.
and Rudenko A.V., the prospects of implementing
digital technologies in legislative processes are ana-
lyzed, along with the potential risks and legal con-
sequences of digitalization. They argue that a legal
system overly reliant on big data risks deviating ar-
bitrarily and undemocratically from the fundamental
values of the legal framework (https://cyberleninka.
ru/article/n/tsifrovizatsiya-normotvorcheskoy-dey-
atelnosti-v-usloviyah-informatsionnogo-obschest-
va#t Vestnik of Moscow City Pedagogical Univer-
sity.

Multiple monographs about e-government de-
velopment exist for the Republic of Kazakhstan.
One of them, Kazakhstan: Information and Com-
munication Infrastructure, provides insights into the
country’s modern information infrastructure and its
evolution in the context of digitalization (Barlybae-
va S., 2014 // https://dokumen.pub/9786012473810.
html). Furthermore, in 2023, the Kazakhstan In-
stitute for Strategic Studies (KISI) presented the
monograph Kazakhstan-2023: Current Trends and
Future Outlook, which analyzes key transforma-
tions in the political system, society, economy, and
foreign policy, including aspects of digitalization
and e-government development (https://kisi.kz/ru/
kisi-prezentoval-monografiju-kazahstan-2023-ten-
denchii-nastoyashhego-i-kontury-budushhego/).
Additionally, the study E-Government: Market-
ing Strategy for Brand Promotion, prepared by the
Sange Research Center in 2007, examines strate-
gies for promoting and implementing e-govern-
ment in Kazakhstan (https://sange.kz/wp-content/
uploads/2018/02/Egov2007.pdf). A detailed analy-
sis of Kazakhstan’s progress in digital governance
is provided in the study The Evolution of E-Gov-
ernment in Kazakhstan: From Formation to Digital
Transformation (2004-2022), which outlines the
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key phases of development — from the initial estab-
lishment of digital infrastructure to the implementa-
tion of comprehensive digital transformation initia-
tives in public administration. Special attention is
given to analyzing government programs and initia-
tives aimed at improving service quality, increasing
transparency, and enhancing the efficiency of state
bodies (Sabdenov 2024). These monographs offer
a thorough analysis and valuable recommendations
for the development of e-government in Kazakhstan.
A K. Kuttybayeva presents The Use of Artificial In-
telligence in Lawmaking: Organizational and Legal
Aspects as a significant work which studies Al inte-
gration into lawmaking through legal and organiza-
tional analysis and international implementation and
specific implementation challenges. (Kuttybayeva
2024). The conference proceedings Artificial Intel-
ligence and Law: The Experience of the Republic
of Kazakhstan present scientific articles and reports
that discuss Al application challenges in legal work
and Al integration prospects for legislative process-
es (https://www.zqai.kz/ru/). The academic studies
deliver important knowledge about Al implementa-
tion in legislative activities.

Results and discussion

The research on digitalization of lawmaking in
Kazakhstan has a certain scientific novelty because
it is based on the application of the latest technolo-
gies, such as Al and Big Data, to improve the leg-
islative process. The review of the previous studies
has revealed that Kazakhstan has a good basis for
the digitalization of lawmaking. However, the im-
plementation of more complex and advanced solu-
tions, such as predicting the consequences of laws
and involving public opinion in the legislative pro-
cess, is not well enough studied.

The research demonstrates clear alignment with
a vital national objective while providing solutions
to a vital governmental challenge and holding im-
portance at both national and international levels
and producing results that will advance science and
technology development. The results will have a ma-
jor impact on scientific and technological progress.
The projected social and economic impact stands at
a very high level.

Multiple elements support the scientific and
technological requirements which establish the sig-
nificance of this research. The Criminal Procedure
Code of Kazakhstan contains exact duplicate arti-
cles in its provisions. We believe personal inviola-
bility in criminal proceedings extends beyond Ar-
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ticle 14 of the CPC of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
The Criminal Procedure Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan (CPC RK) contains several provisions
aimed at safeguarding personal inviolability, most
notably in Article 15, which articulates the principle
of protecting the rights and freedoms of individu-
als during criminal proceedings. This article is sup-
ported by a range of specific guarantees outlined in
the Code, including:

- Article 17, which affirms the sanctity of one’s
dwelling;

- Article 18, which provides legal protection
against unlawful interference with property;

- Article 16, which addresses the protection of
personal and family privacy;

- Article 13, which upholds the right to personal
honor and dignity.

While these norms reflect and align with consti-
tutional principles — particularly those embedded in
Articles 15 and 16 of the Constitution of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan — Article 15 of the CPC serves a
more overarching function. It operates not only as
a procedural right but also as a unifying provision,
integrating and reinforcing the guarantees found in
Article 14, which focuses on the protection of partic-
ipants’ legal interests in the criminal justice process.
In this context, personal inviolability is not treated
in isolation but as part of a broader commitment
to upholding human rights throughout all stages of
criminal proceedings. However, despite the fact that
these articles reflect the principle of personal invio-
lability, Article 14 of the CPC RK does not reference
Articles 16, 17, or 18 of the CPC. This reveals legis-
lative drafting deficiencies: the legislator repeats the
same issue verbatim in different articles concerning
compensation for damages and the security of per-
sons involved in criminal proceedings.

The CPC RK (Articles 39-42) and the Civil
Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan (Articles 922,
923) provide provisions that state compensation is
available only to those who may be acquitted. How-
ever, from the point of view of the principle of per-
sonal inviolability in criminal proceedings, it is also
necessary to consider the issue of compensation for
persons who are not subject to rehabilitation. The
right to personal inviolability is not only applicable
to suspects and persons unlawfully detained on
criminal charges, but also to those lawfully impris-
oned. What if they were subjected to violence dur-
ing criminal proceedings, endangering their life and
health, or suffered harm to their honor and reputation
due to improper application of CPC provisions? At
the same time, law enforcement officers authorized
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to conduct criminal proceedings, in accordance with
paragraph 5 of the above-mentioned Resolution of
the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Republic
of Kazakhstan No. 7 and paragraphs 2 and 8 of Ar-
ticle 14 of the CPC RK, must ensure that “detainees,
suspects, accused persons, defendants, and convicts
also have the right to compensation for harm caused
to them in cases where, during the judicial process,
they were subjected to violence or cruel treatment;
when decisions or actions of the authorities conduct-
ing criminal proceedings humiliated their honor and
dignity; when unnecessary personal data was col-
lected, disclosed, or disseminated; or when persons
deprived of liberty were held in conditions danger-
ous to their life and health”. In this regard, Article 42
of the CPC RK requires the necessary amendments
and additions through a Resolution of the Plenum of
the Supreme Court of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

There are long-standing legislative propos-
als whose necessity is undisputed, yet they remain
unadopted. Although detective activities are not a
new concept globally, private investigation remains
unregulated in Kazakhstan. The first draft law on
this matter was developed in 2012 but has yet to be
passed. The Constitution of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan in Article 13 grants every person the right to
defend their rights and freedoms through all means
which are not prohibited by law. In this regard, the
introduction of private detective activities in Ka-
zakhstan has a constitutional basis. The primary ob-
jectives of this initiative should include expanding
citizens’ ability to protect their rights and legitimate
interests. As we previously noted, granting individu-
als the ability to defend themselves, whether person-
ally or with the assistance of a private investigator,
would ensure better protection of their rights and
interests in criminal proceedings.

The initial phase of the research project involves
studying the potential use of big data for predict-
ing the consequences of new legislation based on
historical information and the analysis of contem-
porary trends. The analysis of extensive judicial
decisions together with law enforcement practices
through artificial intelligence (Al) helps identify
patterns and challenges to enhance legislation. The
research investigates methods to use natural lan-
guage processing (NLP) technologies for automated
legal document drafting and verification and editing
and digital legislative initiative integration with in-
ternational law to enable cross-country knowledge
exchange. The study of automated legal technolo-
gies that enforce laws without human intervention
needs to address ethical concerns about Al usage be-

cause legislative drafting receives valuable data in-
sights from social media and digital sources to track
public opinions and demands. The research must
stress both the responsibility and fairness and trans-
parency aspects of Al decision-making processes.
The implementation of these changes will establish
enhanced citizen involvement in legislative proce-
dures while making the process more transparent.
The development of the project will reach an
essential milestone through the establishment of
an Al-based prediction system which enables risk
reduction and forecasting of legal and social im-
pacts that occur within the proposed program. The
direction represents an innovative approach for
Kazakhstan because current research in this field
primarily simplifies document management in-
stead of developing law enforcement models. The
proposed development project targets the creation
of a single integrated platform which will handle
all legislative development stages from discussion
through adoption and enforcement monitoring. The
system provides automated draft storage functions
for electronic legislation (e-legislation) and aims
to improve the connection between lawmakers and
citizens during the law creation process. Research
indicates that digitalization within legislative activi-
ties leads to better efficiency and transparency while
decreasing corruption levels. Kazakhstan will ob-
tain a distinctive solution through this implementa-
tion which could function as a reference model for
international nations. It is proposed to establish an
ethical and legal framework for Al use in legislative
processes, which represents a novel direction both
for Kazakhstan and for global legal science. The Re-
public of Kazakhstan is actively discussing the draft
law “On Artificial Intelligence”. On March 3, 2025,
Member of the Mazhilis E. Smyshlyaeva presented
this draft, aiming to establish a transparent legal
framework for integrating Al technologies into the
country’s economy. The proposed draft law on ar-
tificial intelligence in Kazakhstan is structured into
seven chapters comprising 27 articles. One of its key
features is the introduction of a tiered classification
system for Al technologies, assigning them to mini-
mal, medium, or high-risk categories depending on
their potential societal impact. Importantly, the law
prohibits the development and deployment of fully
autonomous decision-making systems that function
without any human oversight. Moreover, develop-
ers and system owners are obligated to disclose the
use of Al in their products and provide clear expla-
nations of how these technologies operate (https://
online.zakon.kz/). In contrast, the European Union
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has already implemented a comprehensive legal
framework through the Artificial Intelligence Act
(AI Act), which officially took effect on August 1,
2024. This legislation is designed to mitigate the
risks posed by Al applications and includes provi-
sions for the establishment of a regulatory authority
responsible for enforcement. The EU model distin-
guishes between different levels of risk — including
limited, high, and unacceptable — and introduces a
separate category for generative Al systems, such as
neural networks. Non-compliance may lead to sub-
stantial financial penalties, reflecting the seriousness
of the regulatory approach. The use of Al systems to
manipulate people’s cognitive behavior or specific
vulnerable groups including children and biomet-
ric identification systems like facial recognition is
strictly prohibited (https://ru.euronews.com/). Thus,
Kazakhstan is following global trends in Al regula-
tion, developing its own legislation while consider-
ing international experience and the specifics of the
national economy.

The ultimate outcome of digitalizing lawmaking
is the integration of Al technologies into the legisla-
tive sphere. Al can analyze legal texts for contradic-
tions, legal accuracy, and compliance with current
legislation. The identification of potential gaps or
inconsistencies enables Al to perform legal assess-
ments of draft laws and process judicial decisions
and analyze norm application in practice and draft
amendments by correcting errors and simplifying
wording and ensuring compliance with legislative
standards and requirements.

The fast processing capabilities of Al enable it
to analyze enormous data sets which leads to ac-
celerated legislative procedures. The system allows
politicians to retrieve precedents as well as compa-
rable laws and project modification suggestions at
a fast pace. Al systems predict legal applications
of new laws through the evaluation of court deci-
sions and past law enforcement tactics. The abil-
ity of legislators to foresee how new norms will be
interpreted by judges and regulatory bodies exists
because of this system. Al systems create models to
predict how new laws will affect crime statistics as
well as employment numbers and economic growth
which helps prevent adverse or unexpected results.
Al systems process public comments and proposals
during legislative discussions which leads to faster
evaluation and enhances government-to-citizen
communication. Al systems generate customized
recommendations about relevant laws to citizens
through analysis of their activities and location and
personal preferences. The application of legisla-
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tion in tax collection and licensing and administra-
tive decision-making can be automated through Al
which leads to simplified law enforcement and de-
creased government agency workload.

Al may enable full or partial legal consulting
automation in the future to provide exact advice
about drafting and amending laws and their effect
analysis. Augmented reality (AR) and virtual real-
ity (VR) technologies could be utilized for visual-
izing and modeling the impact of legislation — for
example, demonstrating potential changes to urban
infrastructure following the adoption of a specific
law. The integration of blockchain technologies into
the legislative process holds significant potential for
increasing both transparency and information integ-
rity. By recording every change made to draft laws
and maintaining immutable logs of parliamentary
votes, blockchain ensures traceability and verifiabil-
ity at each stage of decision-making. In parallel, the
implementation of smart contracts could contribute
to the automation of specific regulatory tasks — es-
pecially in fields such as commercial transactions or
public procurement, where legal parameters can be
formalized in programmable code. These tools al-
low for the automatic execution of legally signifi-
cant actions without requiring direct human control,
provided the pre-defined conditions are met. To as-
sess how proposed legislation might affect different
social groups or economic sectors, predictive Al
models will be essential. These models, when sup-
ported by dedicated digital platforms, can also fa-
cilitate broader civic participation. Citizens would
gain the ability to engage with draft laws via online
consultations, submit feedback, and support initia-
tives through digital petition systems and voting
mechanisms. Nevertheless, alongside these inno-
vations, one must not overlook the growing impor-
tance of cybersecurity. As legislative procedures in-
creasingly rely on digital infrastructure, protecting
the integrity of data and the rights of users becomes
a fundamental requirement. Ensuring a secure and
trustworthy digital environment is not only a techni-
cal challenge but also a legal and ethical imperative
in the evolution of lawmaking. The protection of citi-
zens’ rights to personal data and the requirements of
confidentiality necessitate the creation of methods
and algorithms for securing data used in law analy-
sis and drafting as well as a regulatory framework
for digital technologies in lawmaking. This frame-
work should address data protection, electronic sig-
natures, and liability for automated decision-mak-
ing. In the future, Al may be able to autonomously
generate legislative proposals based on data analysis
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and predictive modeling of future scenarios. Such
systems could offer optimal legal solutions tailored
to specific social and economic conditions.

Conclusion

Thus, the competitive advantage of the expected
project results is evident. There are no fundamental
differences between this research concept and exist-
ing similar or competing ideas. The concept and out-
comes of such research already exist globally, and
in Kazakhstan, the digitalization of the legislative
process is becoming a key component of public ad-
ministration and judicial reforms. The government
has in recent years introduced digital technologies
to improve transparency, efficiency and accessibil-
ity in legislative activities. Among the key projects
in this area is the e-Parliament system which has not
been fully launched yet. The implementation of dig-
ital platforms aimed at automating legislative activi-
ties is intended to streamline communication among
members of parliament, government agencies, and
the public. These systems are expected to enhance
transparency by allowing citizens to monitor the de-
velopment of draft legislation, contribute to public
consultations, and offer constructive feedback. In
parallel, Kazakhstan is pursuing the development
of an integrated digital environment connecting all
branches of state power, which is anticipated to ac-
celerate deliberative processes, improve institution-

al coordination, and support the coherent advance-
ment of legislative proposals.

Although various research projects and pilot ini-
tiatives focused on digital governance — including its
legislative dimension — are currently underway, many
remain at the exploratory stage. Robust evaluations of
their socio-economic impact, operational effective-
ness, and long-term viability are still being formed
through ongoing data collection and analytical efforts.

At the same time, the application of artificial
intelligence in legislative processes, while offering
considerable advantages in terms of automation,
predictive analysis, and expanding public engage-
ment, also encounters natural limitations. Certain
legislative tasks inherently require human judg-
ment, ethical reasoning, and sensitivity to legal con-
text — aspects that current Al models cannot fully
replicate.

Therefore, while Al and digital tools can signifi-
cantly modernize and improve lawmaking practices,
their use must be carefully balanced with legal integ-
rity, public accountability, and ethical responsibility.

Models for the formation of the institution of the commissioner
for children’s rights : domestic and foreign experience

The article examines the effectiveness of the structural model of the institution of the Commissioner
for Children’s Rights as the most important form of protecting children’s rights and freedoms from vio-
lence and exploitation, and examines the experience of the commissioners for children’s rights in foreign
countries. Analyzing the 4 models that form the institution of the children’s Ombudsman, the authors
identify their positive and negative sides, as well as consider the criteria for the effectiveness of the Com-
missioner for Children’s Rights.

According to the authors, in improving the legal status of the Commissioner for Children’s Rights,
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to identify legal norms that contradict the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, international
standards and modern state priorities. The fact is that the norms of international treaties ratified by the
Republic, provided for in article 4 of the Constitution, are practically not implemented. Appropriate
monitoring should also be carried out within the framework of bilateral and multilateral treaty obliga-
tions ratified by the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The formation of the institution of the Commissioner for Children’s Rights makes it possible to elimi-
nate problems that arise in all areas of child protection mechanisms, and also has a positive effect on
stimulating the activities of state bodies, local governments and officials. The main goals of the activities
of the Ombudsman for Children’s Rights in any country are to defend the needs, rights and interests of
minors, to fight for compliance with the Convention on the Rights of the Child, the constitutional rights
of children and to promote their dissemination.

As the international experience of the Commissioner for Children’s Rights shows, in foreign coun-
tries the institution of the Ombudsman for Children’s Rights is defined as “a legally established indepen-
dent body established to protect the rights and interests of children,” and the Institute of the Children’s
Ombudsman is recognized as an independent institution for the protection of children’s rights.

State control and supervision in the field
of road traffic safety of the Republic of Kazakhstan

The authors chose one of the most relevant modern topics on ensuring safety in the field of road traf-
fic. In August 2024, 141.5 thousand units of motor vehicles were registered, an increase of 44.1% com-
pared to the same period last year. As of September 1, 2024, the number of registered motor vehicles in
Kazakhstan amounted to 5,579.4 thousand units, of which 88% were passenger cars, 9.9% were trucks
and 2.1% were buses.

In this regard, a special role here is assigned to the state, which carries out Control and supervision
of road traffic security through the adoption of related legal norms that ensure not only road traffic, but
also spheres of Public Relations.

In this article, the authors considered some of the reasons for the occurrence of a road accident, the
competencies of some state bodies to ensure road traffic, as well as regulatory legal acts establishing the
legal basis and functioning of road traffic in the Republic of Kazakhstan and ensuring its safety.

In addition, the authors studied significant international and foreign scientific research on the prob-
lems of road safety and ways to solve them.

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On some issues of the consideration of appeals
of individuals within the framework of the APC of Kazakhstan

With the adoption of the Administrative Procedural Procedure Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
changes have been made in the internal administrative procedures of state bodies, allowing to determine
the specific procedure for considering citizens’ appeals in state bodies, which contributes to more effec-
tive protection of citizens’ interests, and on the part of administrative bodies and officials — to increase
the level of public confidence in the state. At the same time, the authors consider it necessary to finalize
the collective appeal procedure, eliminate existing shortcomings in the development of legal norms in
ensuring legal regulation of the collective form of filing an appeal, protection of citizens’ rights and free-
doms, and their legitimate interests.

In the article, the authors analyze the relationship between the terms «person», «citizen», «personal-
ity» and their legal status. In the basic terminology of the APPC, it is proposed to give a comprehensive
scientific and theoretical definition of the concepts of «<administrative process» and «administrative legal
proceedings». The study analyzes the issues of administrative procedure and administrative-procedural
relations.

The right to appeal is one of the most effective ways to eliminate violations, one of the tools for
the prevention of offenses, and the protection of human and civil rights and legitimate interests.

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MODERN ISSUES IN THE EFFICACY
OF SOCIAL DIALOGUE AND SOCIAL PARTNERSHIP
IN KAZAKHSTAN’S WORKFORCE SECTOR

In contemporary Kazakhstan, the adaptation of labor relations involves harmonizing the interests
of various societal stakeholders through globalization and international integration, with the aim of
maintaining stability and fostering socio-economic growth. This study examines the characteristics and
complexities of labor relations among the government, workers, and employers in Kazakhstan. Employ-
ing analysis and synthesis methods, the research investigates the concept of dialogue and partnership
in legislative scrutiny of labor laws, while also assessing the level of participation from government,
employers, and employees in this process.

The dialogue perspective is used to develop a unified understanding of dialogue as a process where
employers, employees, and authorities interact to reach agreements on labor-related issues such as
working conditions and social welfare. Kazakhstan’s Labor Code specifically outlines regulations for la-
bor relations, including rights and responsibilities of employers and workers, protection against discrimi-
nation, and workplace monitoring. Public opinion on the roles of authorities, workers, and employers in
dialogue varies, influenced by factors such as respondents’ age and industry.

In the IT and communications sectors, many workers perceive a lack of management engagement.
Employee involvement levels also differ, with perceptions varying by gender. The practical significance
of this research lies in its potential to inform national policy changes that could enhance social stabil-
ity and economic growth. Furthermore, the study’s findings may contribute to improving interactions
between employers, employees, and the government, thereby promoting social stability and economic
progress.

Introduction

Kazakhstan’s increasing global economic in-
tegration presents challenges in aligning labor re-
lations with the needs of workers, employers, and
the government. Economic pressures necessitate
social dialogue and partnership to maintain stabil-
ity, prevent labor disputes, and foster consensus.
These elements are crucial for a contemporary
and efficient labor relations framework. Addition-

ally, Kazakhstan’s democratization efforts aim to
improve citizens’ quality of life and ensure equi-
table employment conditions. By studying interna-
tional practices, Kazakhstan aims to develop social
partnership principles, which requires examining
current issues to identify feasible solutions. The
significance of this subject is further emphasized
by the need to harmonize legislation with global
norms, improve labor laws, enhance worker pro-
tections, and establish better cooperation mecha-
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nisms. This research is essential for Kazakhstan’s
socio-economic development.

From 2022 to 2024, numerous studies investi-
gated labor relations in Kazakhstan, exploring both
broad and specific aspects of the employment land-
scape. The most comprehensive analysis was con-
ducted by A. Aidaraliyeva, Z. Sultanova, A. Tapalo-
va, Y. Zhangaliyeva, and A. Ibyzhanova, who
examined various forms of employment, including
informal work, which is often underreported in offi-
cial statistics and poses risks to social protection and
government revenue. Their research suggests that
improving government employment programs is vi-
tal for adapting to labor market changes (Aidaraliye-
va, 2023). E. Eralina and R. Alshanov examined the
impact of economic structural shifts, particularly the
transition from a raw materials-based economy to a
more diversified one, on the job market, noting sub-
stantial growth in the service sector at the expense
of industry and agriculture. The rise of automation
and globalization has increased demand for skills in
areas such as informatics and finance, necessitating
educational reforms (Yeralina 2023).

G. Musayev and N. Vishnevskaya studied the
transformation of Kazakhstan’s labor market during
the COVID-19 pandemic, observing a surplus of un-
skilled workers while sectors like IT and healthcare
face skill shortages. The pandemic has also accel-
erated digitalization, creating new income opportu-
nities and skill requirements (Rahmetulina 2022).
Z. Rakhatulina, A. Urebayev, and A. Aidarova in-
vestigated the digital economy’s impact on labor
markets, emphasizing the need for faster adoption
of digital technologies and updates to labor laws
(Ashtaeva 2022). S. Ashtaeva and N. Tsuglaeva
analyzed Kazakhstan’s labor laws, noting compli-
ance with international standards but highlighting
enforcement gaps and the need for greater flexibility
to adapt to market changes (Arinova 2023).

O. Arinova and Ch. Sambuu performed a com-
parative study of labor relations between Kazakh-
stan and Mongolia, noting that Kazakhstan focuses
on developing a local market and attracting foreign
investment, while Mongolia relies on labor migra-
tion, significantly impacting both countries’ socio-
economic spheres (https://adilet.zan.kz/eng/docs/
K1500000414).

Despite these studies, the specifics of social dia-
logue and partnership in working conditions remain
understudied, leaving gaps in understanding the in-
teraction between employers, the government, and
workers. This research aims to address these gaps by
focusing on the unique aspects of labor relations in
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Kazakhstan, the roles of social dialogue and partner-
ship, and the involvement of government, employ-
ers, and employees.

Materials and methods

This research adopted a multidisciplinary strat-
egy, combining legal and sociological techniques
to investigate the effects of social dialogue and in-
tervention on Kazakhstan’s workforce. The study
incorporated an evaluation of legal standards and a
sociological review of employee and employer cir-
cumstances, as well as their interactions with one
another and the government. Researchers exam-
ined the legal structure governing social dialogue
and partnership in Kazakhstan, including crucial
labor legislation. From a sociological perspective,
the focus was on investigating the communicative
function and interactions among various stakehold-
ers in social discourse (government, employers, and
employees). This involved assessing the efficacy
of current social dialogue mechanisms, interacting
with participants, and recognizing factors that im-
pede or promote collaboration.

The investigation utilized theoretical analysis
and synthesis to establish and describe the notions
of “social dialogue” and “social partnership” within
the labor context. This method facilitated a well-or-
ganized research framework, yielding clear defini-
tions that encapsulated the essence and particulari-
ties of labor relations.

The legislative analysis aimed to methodically
review existing laws, regulations, and legal norms
governing labor relations in Kazakhstan. This ap-
proach began with collecting relevant legislative
documents, including excerpts from the Labor Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan (https://adilet.zan.
kz/), employer’s acts, payrolls, service records, pen-
sion and social insurance fund information, and ar-
chival material (https://dogovor24.kz/). A compre-
hensive examination of these documents was then
performed to highlight fundamental principles of
labor relationships, worker rights, and mechanisms
for addressing regulatory issues and labor protec-
tion.

The survey method can be employed to explore
social partnership and social dialogue involvement,
aiming to investigate the extent and forms of par-
ticipation by government, employer, and employee
representatives. A questionnaire was created and
distributed to workers to gather their perspectives,
experiences, and assessments regarding social part-
nership and dialogue. Employees were selected as
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the primary focus group due to their immediate and
significant role in labor relations, constituting the
core of social dialogue and partnership in the work-
place. Responses were collected from 346 individu-
als across various professions through an online sur-
vey, with the sample obtained using the snowball
sampling technique (Table 1).

The survey’s objective was to assess employees’
subjective perceptions of their involvement in social
dialogue and partnership, encompassing the three
interacting parties: employees, employers, and the
government. The empirical data collected from the
responses was processed using IBM SPSS software,
which facilitated the creation of two-dimensional
and one-dimensional distributions of respondents’
answers.

To comprehend social dialogue and labor rela-
tions in Kazakhstan, a multidisciplinary approach
was employed, combining theoretical analysis, em-
pirical synthesis, legislative review, and surveys.
This comprehensive method aims to achieve a well-
rounded analysis.

Results and discussion

“Social Dialogue” and “Social Partnership” as
Theoretical Concepts in Labor Law.

The concepts of “social dialogue” and “social
partnership,” once purely theoretical in the work-
ing class, have gained significant relevance today.
These terms describe mechanisms aimed at foster-
ing cooperation between employers, employees, and

government authorities to make decisions on labor
relations regulation, working conditions, and social
protection issues. One source discusses the impor-
tance of these norms in the context of economy and
politics, explaining that European integration cannot
be fully realized without them and their application
in various local contexts. Another empirical study
delves into the procedural aspects of social partner-
ships, outlining the stages of cooperation from initi-
ation to maturity, considering current environmental
conditions. It highlights the cyclical and successive
nature of these partnerships and demonstrates that
the scope of their relationship expands over time
(Waddock 1989).

Hurbean’s research underscores the importance
of social dialogue and cooperation in fostering trust
and collaboration among labor market stakeholders.
The study, centered on the European Union, exam-
ines social dialogue, which encompasses voluntary
acts of sharing information, consulting, and negoti-
ating to reach collective agreements. This dialogue
includes both formal and informal interactions
across various levels, from local to international,
and prioritizes shared interests over divisions (Hur-
bean 2017).

S. Lawrence and J. Ishikawa’s study also high-
lights the crucial role of social dialogue in improv-
ing employer-employee relationships. They define it
as a process involving negotiations, consultations,
and information exchanges among key stakehold-
ers—governments, businesses, and workers—aimed
at establishing joint decision-making frameworks
for addressing economic and social policies. The
authors identify the main components of social dia-
logue as:

a) disputes — covering a range of issues related
to wages, working conditions, social security, and
employment promotion measures;

b) consultations — utilizing a private space to
generate proposals and ideas before making final
decisions;

¢) information exchange — interactions where all
parties share current and relevant information neces-
sary for informed decision-making (Lawrence 2005).

R. Hornung-Draus observes that social dialogue
practices differ by country, influenced by diverse
national traditions, cultural characteristics, and legal
frameworks. In the context of cross-border dialogue,
the research explores employers’ attitudes towards
and involvement in social dialogue, and how this
collaboration can serve as a foundation for develop-
ing and implementing effective international social
policies (Hornung-Draus, 2020).

Modern issues in the efficacy of social dialogue and social partnership in Kazakhstan’s workforce sector

Social dialogue involves interactions between
employers, workers, and government entities to
reach agreements on labor relations, working con-
ditions, and social protection. This process encom-
passes various forms of engagement, including
communication, consultations, and negotiations,
addressing a wide range of topics from wages and
working conditions to social security and employ-
ment promotion policies. The effectiveness of social
dialogue depends on the active participation of all
societal members, such as worker representatives,
employers, and policymakers. This involvement is
essential for establishing more equitable and sus-
tainable labor relationships and overall public well-
being.

Social partnership, a form of social dialogue,
emphasizes collaboration between parties to achieve
shared objectives or address social issues through
agreements and negotiations. M. Behrens and M.
Helfen’s research examines the role of German em-
ployer associations in social partnerships, noting
that attitudes towards these partnerships vary within
these organizations. Internal factors, including his-
torical relationships with trade unions, influence
these attitudes. Their study highlights the complex-
ity of social partnerships in Germany and offers
valuable insights for developing international strate-
gies (Behrens 2016).

P. Ackers and J. Payne examine the historical
and current roles of social partnerships in the UK,
particularly in trade union and Labour Party poli-
cies. They analyze the Labour Party’s impact on
trade unions and evaluate the effectiveness of so-
cial pacts in policymaking. While social partner-
ships can offer significant advantages, both parties
must be prepared for challenges that may undermine
these collaborations (Askers 1998).

The work of M. Fichter and J. McCallum fo-
cuses on global labor relations, particularly through
agreements between unions and multinational com-
panies. These arrangements are designed to protect
workers’ rights, but the authors point out that they
often fall short in addressing labor disputes, thus re-
ducing their effectiveness. Their proposed “conflict
partnership” approach advocates for resolving these
issues to ensure fair working conditions worldwide.
This strategy is deemed more appropriate for safe-
guarding workers’ rights in a globalized context
(Fichter 2015).

In essence, social partnership encourages coop-
eration among employers, employees, and some-
times the government to address socio-economic
issues. Its effectiveness depends on various factors,
including organizational characteristics and the his-
tory of cooperation between partners. While benefi-
cial, social partnerships face challenges, especially
in a globalized environment where addressing con-
flicts is essential for fair and sustainable outcomes.
Ultimately, two crucial legislative aspects of “social
dialogue” and “social partnership” concepts need to
be examined: their implementation in Kazakhstan.
This can be accomplished by analyzing the legal
framework governing industrial relations.

The legal and regulatory features related to la-
bor relations.

The majority of labor rights in Kazakhstan
stem from the Labor Code of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan (https://adilet.zan.kz/). This document
outlines the terms governing employer-employee
relationships, encompassing wage payment, work-
ing conditions, occupational safety, and dispute
resolution processes. The Labor Code defines
employment contract terms, outlines government
and regional authorities’ roles in labor relations,
and includes provisions on social partnership and
employee participation in labor management. To
achieve this goal, each principle of the Labor Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan has been thoroughly
analyzed (Table 2).

An analysis of these principles shows their em-
phasis on establishing a just and secure environ-
ment, protecting workers’ rights, and facilitating
productive social dialogue. These principles repre-
sent a holistic approach to regulating labor relations,
promoting sustainable labor market development,
improving working-class living standards, and ad-
hering to modern international labor norms.

Moreover, the Labor Code is not the sole signif-
icant document governing various labor activities.
For instance, documents verifying an employee’s
work history include employer records, payroll doc-
uments, service conditions, pension fund and social
insurance fund information, and archive excerpts.
These documents are crucial for confirming em-
ployment records, determining pension rights and
social insurance benefits, and resolving potential la-
bor disputes (https://dogovor24.kz/ ).

The passage describes crucial elements of em-
ployment relations in Kazakhstan, highlighting pro-
cesses for hiring, termination, salary disbursement,
and worker benefits. Wage compliance is monitored
through payroll records, while service logs docu-
ment career progression for future planning and re-
tirement benefits. Data from pension and social in-
surance funds are crucial for tracking retirement and
social security contributions. When other documen-
tation is unavailable, archival sources can be used to
confirm work experience.

Kazakhstan’s Labor Code outlines employee
rights and employer responsibilities, address-
ing issues such as discrimination, forced labor,
work environments, and compensation. Despite
progressive legislation, enforcement remains
problematic, particularly in rural areas and small
enterprises, with concerns regarding minimum
wage adherence and workplace safety. Unfair la-

bor practices and inadequate protection of worker
rights continue to exist, necessitating increased
employer accountability and improved oversight.
Ongoing verification of worker rights and socio-
logical research are essential to enhance labor law
implementation and improve employment rela-
tions in Kazakhstan.

The status of labor in Kazakhstan within the
context of social dialogue and partnership among
government, employers, and workers.

Evaluating the workforce’s perspectives in Ka-
zakhstan regarding the involvement of government,
employers, and employees in social dialogue and
partnership is crucial for assessing current interac-
tion mechanisms and their efficacy. Understanding
workers’ views on their level of participation and
the engagement of other key stakeholders may re-
veal strengths and weaknesses in the existing sys-
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tem, identify areas for enhancement, and potentially
contribute to the development of more equitable and
efficient labor relations.

The graph depicting respondents’ opinions on
the extent of government intervention in labor re-
lations demonstrates varied viewpoints (Figure 1).
The overall public sentiment is mixed, with no clear
consensus on the usefulness of government involve-
ment in labor relations. These diverse distributions
may indicate differing experiences among individu-
als, reliance on various sectors for employment and
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worker rights protection (especially for more vul-
nerable workers). Furthermore, the range of these
opinions might necessitate an examination of issues
such as the formulation of partnership policies and
dialogue processes, which may require revision for
improved implementation.

A correlation between age and this issue has
been observed more frequently. The government’s
labor relations policies will be examined in rela-
tion to various age groups, as perspectives may vary
based on age (Table 3).

Young adults (18-25 years old) were divided
in their opinions, with a significant portion believ-
ing the government is highly involved, while an-
other substantial group reported no government
participation. Those aged 26 to 50 generally hold
more neutral or balanced views, with a steady to
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slightly increasing perception of government activ-
ity, particularly evident in the 41-50 age bracket.
Among the older population (51 and above), there’s
a growing tendency to view the government as ac-
tive. However, this perception decreases in the old-
est group (61+), where more individuals consider
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the government inactive. The main finding is that
the proportion of completely passive individuals is
lower across all age groups, with an increase among
the oldest participants. These findings reveal diverse
expectations regarding government involvement in
labor matters among those with less stable personal
and professional situations.
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Analyzing workers’ perceptions of labor rela-
tions based on employer attitudes, the largest group
of respondents believes employers are not involved
at all. This lack of engagement may indicate poor
communication with management and limited par-
ticipation in matters related to job responsibilities
and working conditions (Figure 2).

The second-largest group described their em-
ployers as somewhat active, suggesting that most
workers believe their employers pay attention to la-
bor relations. However, few workers perceive their
employers as highly successful in this area. This
could be attributed to some employers’ lack of pro-
activity or aggressive approach to labor relations.
Overall, those who view their employer’s practices
as inadequate fall between those who believe their
activity is sufficient and those who see no involve-
ment at all. This suggests that employers participate
in various aspects of labor relations, but their efforts
may not meet worker expectations or may not al-
ways be effective or noticeable. Consequently, em-
ployers might need to improve their approach to in-

crease worker satisfaction and better accommodate
labor needs.

The perception of employers’ active involve-
ment in industrial relations varies across different
employment sectors (Table 4). Professionals tend
to have a distinct lifestyle compared to the general
population. A notable proportion of respondents re-
porting high levels of employer engagement in labor
relations were found in the information technology
and telecommunications industries, potentially indi-
cating a strong work culture in these fields. In con-
trast, agriculture and construction sectors showed
high levels of employer disengagement, suggesting
a more critical attitude towards employer involve-
ment in these areas.

The study also examined the frequency of par-
ticipants’ involvement in labor-related activities
(Figure 3). Notably, the majority of respondents
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described their role in job-related matters as “very
active,” demonstrating strong initiative and engage-
ment in labor relations.

However, some workers who rated their activity
as “insufficiently active” may be those who believe
they should take on more workplace responsibili-
ties. The smallest group of respondents reported be-
ing “sufficiently active,” suggesting that few em-
ployees feel their level of activity meets but does
not exceed expectations. Interestingly, some work-
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ers reported being “not involved at all,” possibly in-
dicating low engagement in work processes or orga-
nizational issues. While many employees perceive
their work involvement as highly active, others rate
theirs as average or low. This could suggest a need
for management to implement measures to enhance
employee engagement and motivation.
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Gender differences were also observed in the
study. Men generally perceived themselves as more
involved in workplace issues compared to women.
Conversely, women outnumbered men in the “suf-

ficiently active” and “insufficiently active” catego-
ries. Additionally, a smaller percentage of women
reported being “not involved at all” compared to
men.

A study on labor relations in Kazakhstan uncov-
ered multifaceted perspectives regarding stakehold-
er involvement in social dialogue and partnership.
Factors such as age, work sector, and individual
experiences significantly shape opinions on govern-
ment participation. Younger and older individuals
often hold more extreme views compared to middle-
aged workers. Many employees perceive their em-
ployers’ engagement in labor relations as limited,
suggesting potential issues in workplace culture and
employee-management interactions. Industry analy-
sis revealed that sectors like IT and communication
are viewed more favorably, while others fall short.
Workers’ self-perceived involvement in labor rela-
tions varies, with some feeling engaged and others
disconnected, indicating a need to reassess manage-
ment strategies and engagement methods. Gender
disparities primarily reflect differences in self-eval-
uation and perceived activity levels between men
and women. The findings underscore the intricacy
of labor relation perceptions and stress the impor-
tance of targeted analysis and policy adjustments to
enhance social dialogue and partnership in Kazakh-
stan, ensuring all stakeholders’ needs are addressed.

The research highlights the complex nature of
labor relation perceptions and engagement, showing
the necessity for age-specific strategies due to dif-
fering expectations across generations. The research
also underscores the importance of establishing
conducive environments for worker participation
in labor relations. Gender-based variations suggest
the need to address gender-related factors to com-
bat stereotypes and inequalities. A holistic approach
considering age, industry, individual, and gender
aspects is crucial for developing effective social
dialogue and partnerships in Kazakhstan, promoting
equitable and efficient labor relations.

A. Carpenter’s study, employing a multidisci-
plinary approach, examined communication and

conflict management processes and their impact on
norms and values. He discovered that addressing
conflicts early builds trust and long-term partnership
viability, although the research did not specifically
focus on labor disputes (Carpenter 2023). In Africa,
Budeli and Kamwimbi investigated social dialogue
in public services, revealing both informal and for-
mal mechanisms across nations such as Angola and
Kenya. In contrast, Kazakhstan employs a more
centralized strategy to align business, worker, and
state interests for sustainable growth (Budeli 2022).

B. Bitonio’s research compared social dialogue
in ASEAN countries, revealing that while freedoms
are regulated, mechanisms like collective bargaining
are utilized, though to a lesser extent in Indonesia.
Robust labor organizations are essential for effec-
tive social dialogue, but their strength varies across
the region (Bitonio 2022). Concurrently, H. Zhang
and Y. Daget analyzed collaboration in industrial-
ized construction, highlighting the significance of
strong relationships among stakeholders to enhance
productivity. They emphasized the role of coopera-
tion and interaction in decision-making processes
(Daget 2023).

Research by Z. Bauer in Lebanon demonstrated
how organizational effectiveness, especially in col-
laborative tasks, is enhanced by trust and coordina-
tion. This corresponds with research indicating that
involvement and perceived efficacy vary based on
industry and managerial frameworks (Bauer 2022).
Additionally, J. Bilich and colleagues developed the
Real Large Scale Synchronous Dialogue Methodol-
ogy, offering sophisticated tools for swift conflict
resolution through real-time data analysis. This ap-
proach is particularly valuable in conflict-prone ar-
eas, where quick comprehension of diverse group
perspectives aids in peacebuilding (Bilich 2023).

The intricacies of social relationships and glo-
balization demand social diplomacy and collabora-
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tive efforts. Labor dynamics are better understood
through quantitative and qualitative studies, while
cutting-edge techniques like machine learning and
data mining enable real-time examination and visu-
alization of intricate social challenges. To establish
equitable and productive labor relations, a holistic
strategy incorporating economic, social, cultural,
and political aspects, and involving all stakeholders,
is essential.

Conclusion

Social dialogue refers to the interaction between
employers, workers, and government representa-
tives who collaborate to develop comprehensive
solutions for labor-related issues, including work-
ing conditions and social protection. This process
involves information sharing, consultation, and ne-
gotiation, resulting in a fair, stable, and peaceful job
market. Social partnership, an extension of social
dialogue, occurs when employers, employees, and
sometimes government representatives cooperate
to formalize an agreement addressing shared social
and economic objectives. The extent of partnership
between social groups is influenced by their his-
tory of joint activities and organizational structure
peculiarities. While collaborative efforts from all
partners contribute to improved labor relations, glo-
balization presents certain challenges that must be
addressed to achieve lasting effects.

Kazakhstan’s labor laws, which regulate labor
market relationships and broadly define workers’
rights and employers’ obligations, govern various
aspects including protection against discrimination,

working conditions, and fair compensation. The con-
cept of social partnership promotes cooperation be-
tween various labor stakeholders. However, despite
progressive legal frameworks, shortcomings are ap-
parent in areas such as minimum wage, workplace
safety, and instances of discrimination. Increased
efforts are needed to ensure effective enforcement
of regulations and protection of labor laws.

A study on public opinion in Kazakhstan reveals
diverse perspectives regarding the involvement of
the state, employers, and workers in social partner-
ship and dialogue. Perceptions of the government’s
role vary based on age and employment sector, with
younger and older individuals often holding con-
trasting views on government operations. Work-
ers express concern about employers’ limited par-
ticipation in labor processes, potentially indicating
cultural issues within companies. Sectoral analysis
highlights varied approaches to employer activities,
particularly in IT and communications. The study
also addresses gender-based differences in labor
process perceptions.

While numerous studies on social dialogue and
labor relations in Kazakhstan exist, there is a grow-
ing need for a comprehensive, multifaceted inves-
tigation of all actors involved. Greater emphasis
should be placed on examining social dialogue
and partnership mechanisms that have functioned
differently across various economic and social
contexts. Research should focus on the impact of
labor legislation changes on the daily activities of
workers and employers, specifically regarding em-
ployee rights protection and employer responsibil-
ity fulfillment.

Data Centers in the Republic of Kazakhstan:
Features of the Legal Status as Subjects of Civil Law Relations

In the context of rapid digitalization of the economy and society, data centers (DCs) play a key role
in ensuring the storage, processing, and transmission of information. This article is devoted to the study
of the legal status of data centers in the Republic of Kazakhstan within the framework of civil law rela-
tions. The legal and regulatory framework governing the activities of data centers is analyzed, including
the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Informatization”, the Law “On Personal Data and Their Pro-
tection”, as well as subordinate acts that establish requirements for the operation of data centers. Special
attention is given to the question of whether data centers can be considered subjects of law or merely
objects of property relations. The article also provides a comparative overview of international practices
(EU, USA, Russia), which makes it possible to identify common and distinctive features of national regu-
lation. Based on the results of the research, conclusions and proposals are formulated for improving the
legal status of data centers in Kazakhstan.

SOME CONSUMER PROTECTION ISSUES
IN ELECTRONIC COMMERCE

With modern development, digitalization in many countries is becoming a strategic priority area of
economic development. The digital economy is an economic activity carried out through the internet,
mobile communications, digital technologies, that is, virtual reality, in economic relations on produc-
tion, distribution, exchange and consumption.

The author gives a number of author’s recommendations in the article for the systematic formation
of the structure of an online store, e-commerce to increase the competitiveness of e-commerce, indicat-
ing that in addition to effective opportunities in the development of e-commerce, there are risks that
threaten. Among them are the creation of a national research organization to improve the conditions for
the development of digital business, the provision of land by the state for the construction of warehouses
in the regions in the development of digital commerce, as well as the improvement of logistics networks,
the use of new innovative models in the technological modernization of certain sectors of the economy,
the introduction of new types of business plans, the approval of modern structures of public service.

Given the dynamic development of digital business, in addition to traditional trade, IT specialists are
in high demand in accordance with the requirements of the time. At the same time, the author empha-
sizes the need to take state measures to train specialists in the field of digital commerce, including the
organization of special courses or programs for rural residents in the regions.

In order to strengthen the protection of consumer rights, the new version of the law «On protection
of Consumer Rights» provides for additional regulatory measures. As we all know, such refined concepts
as «electronic sales platform (marketplace)», «online store» and «information and advertising platform»
have been introduced into the law. At the same time, the author proposes to introduce the term «e-
commerce» and give it a scientifically consistent definition. According to the author, e-commerce con-
tributes to the settlement of issues of consumer violations that occur when ordering services and works
with a mobile phone.

The article also proposes to ensure the mandatory protection of personal data about consumers and
supplement the inadmissibility of claims by entrepreneurs that violate and (or) oppress the rights and
legitimate interests of consumers.

In the current era of development, digitalization
is becoming an area of strategic priority for econom-
ic development in many countries. The digital econ-
omy is economic activity conducted via the internet,
mobile communications, and digital technologies—
that is, virtual reality—within economic relations
pertaining to production, distribution, exchange,
and consumption (http://www.eurasiancommission.
org/).

We are living in the age of the «Fourth Indus-
trial Revolution, » a time when global digitalization
has permeated the daily lives of people, online trade
is gradually replacing traditional retail in physical
stores, and the borders between states have become
blurred due to global access to all manner of goods
and services.

In other words, the 21st century is the age of
e-commerce, which is erasing national borders
and acquiring a global scale. Electronic com-
merce has become firmly embedded in the daily
activities of large and small firms, as well as indi-
vidual citizens.

E-commerce is intrinsically linked to the de-
velopment of the Internet, which has encompassed
all aspects of public life. The evolution of the In-
ternet has led to the creation of electronic commu-
nication channels that connect the economic inter-
ests of business entities with the personal interests
of individuals. The Internet has become not only a
mechanism for communicative interaction but also
a mechanism for organizing electronic information
space and a catalyst for the creation of a new form
of business — electronic business. The Internet has
enabled businesses to transition to a new stage of
development, one that is fundamentally different
from the classical commodity stage. Its character-
istic feature is the global expansion of its boundar-
ies, achieved by providing sellers with access to
the maximum possible consumer audience for all
their needs.

One of the primary tasks for the stable devel-
opment of the economic situation in the Republic
of Kazakhstan is human capital. Human capital, in
turn, is foundational to achieving a high standard of
living for its people and gaining recognition among
OECD (The Organisation for Economic Co-opera-
tion and Development) countries, as outlined in the
nation’s Strategic Development Plan (https://adilet.
zan.kz/).

Today, there are ample opportunities to create
specialized ecosystems within Kazakhstani com-

panies by utilizing new innovative models for the
technological modernization of individual economic
sectors, developing new types of business plans, and
establishing customer service structures that meet
contemporary demands (https://adilet.zan.kz/). An
analysis of scientific literature, research, and legis-
lation attests that the development of digital trade
and the provision of online services to consumers
are among the pressing issues not only within our
state but also on a global scale.

Materials and methods

In the course of writing the article, the author
extensively employs general scientific methods of
cognition, such as comparative-legal, historical-
legal, normative-comparative, synthesis, systemic
analysis, logical analysis, abstraction, and methods
of analogy. From the perspective of the legal regula-
tion of the topic, the author analyzes existing legis-
lation and scrutinizes the norms of normative legal
acts.

Discussions and results

The primary trend in the development of e-
commerce is globalization. The e-commerce sector
contributes to the creation of new jobs, the growth
of tax revenues, and the attraction of investments.
In economic literature, there is no consensus on
the definition of e-commerce (e-commerce»). For
example, e-commerce (e-commerce) is defined as
«conducting business communications and trans-
actions over networks and through computers, or
the buying and selling of goods and services, and
the transfer of funds, using digital communications
(Berger, 2008). According to others, e-commerce
is an automated commercial activity based on the
use of telecommunication networks, primarily the
Internet; information technologies, including web
services; and special legal norms, standards, proto-
cols, and classifiers (Gavrilov, 2020). Some authors
believe that e-commerce is a sector of the econo-
my that encompasses all financial and commercial
transactions conducted via computer networks and
the business processes associated with such transac-
tions (https://cdb.kz/).

As the Internet increasingly permeates the glob-
al space, the number of its users grows day by day.
Concurrently, the services that users can access via
the Internet are also evolving. Internet technologies
offer significant conveniences for buyers: consider-
able time savings, the ability to pay for purchased

items with electronic money, home delivery op-
tions, a wide assortment of goods, and relatively
lower prices. There are well-known online stores
that have become established brands, demonstrating
their reliability. Consumers can quickly examine the
available assortment, view photographs of products
from various perspectives, and familiarize them-
selves with their technical specifications. The cost
of delivering goods, often handled by courier com-
panies, is typically affordable, fast, of good quality,
and convenient for the buyer.

The primary legal sources regulating relations
in online commerce include the Civil Code of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the Law of the Republic of
Kazakhstan «On Consumer Rights Protection», the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Advertis-
ing», the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On
Electronic Document and Electronic Digital Signa-
ture» and others.

The consumer is a participant in socio-economic
relations who purchases goods or pays for services
rendered to them. They also represent a segment that
is an object of state policy, which, in turn, aims to
protect consumer rights. Furthermore, the consum-
er is one of the vulnerable elements of this policy,
based on several factors:

Technological factor: The emergence of new
technologies, artificial intelligence, and novel on-
line platform models has raised questions regarding
transparency, security, and ethics in the use of con-
sumer data.

Protection of parties’ rights: The consumer of-
ten acts as a citizen with fewer resources and lacks
professional knowledge regarding the protection of
their interests.

If the consumer is the individual purchasing
goods or services, then there is another party in the
market — the seller.

Thus, the «seller» is an individual or organiza-
tion that sells goods or services for appropriate re-
muneration. When a sale occurs, it is often said that
a purchase-sale transaction has been concluded. The
other participant in the transaction is the «buyer»
(client, consumer). The seller pursues a specific goal
in the transaction — to make a profit, whereas the
«consumer» buys goods not for subsequent resale,
but for personal or family use.

The words «buyer» and «consumery», at first
glance, might appear to be synonymous. However,
this is not the case. A buyer can make a purchase
for further resale «for the purpose of profit», while
a consumer acquires goods or services for personal
use, for household and family needs.
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The phrase «consumer rights» has become so
familiar to us that it resembles a stable idiomatic ex-
pression.

According to Kazakhstani legislation, the con-
sumer has the right to information about the prod-
uct and the seller, to product safety, to exchange or
return goods of both appropriate and inappropriate
quality, and to compensation for losses incurred
due to the inadequate quality of services rendered.
Consumers, both in traditional trade and in the e-
commerce sector, often encounter situations where
sellers do not respond to complaints or refuse to ex-
change or return goods. Some sellers openly display
notices stating, «goods are not subject to exchange
or returny.

From the moment of birth, each of us is a con-
sumer of various goods and services. According
to the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
«human rights and freedoms belong to everyone
from birth» (https://online.zakon.kz/). As consum-
ers, every citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan has
the right, from birth, to receive safe goods and ser-
vices of appropriate quality. However, as practice
shows, consumer rights are not always protected.

According to Article 1, paragraph 15 of the Law
«On Consumer Rights Protection», a consumer is an
individual who intends to order or purchase, or who
orders, purchases, and/or uses goods (work, ser-
vices) exclusively for personal, family, household,
and other purposes not related to entrepreneurial
activity (https://online.zakon.kz/). This definition is
not exhaustive and indicates that the law establishes
protection for the weaker party in legal relations. It
should be noted that the law regulates the ability of
consumers to purchase goods, works, and services
of appropriate quality, while also entitling them to
protect their information as consumers and to de-
mand compensation for damages incurred in the
digital space.

For instance, companies like Google and oth-
ers frequently face criticism for collecting and us-
ing users’ personal information without their full
consent, which includes tracking online activities,
personal surveillance, and using this data for adver-
tising purposes. A precedent was the case involving
Google and Cambridge Analytica, where the data
of millions of users was utilized to create political
advertising campaigns. Subsequently, the company
independently settled the matter and paid bonuses
to each consumer to resolve the conflict. Often, in
response to risks arising for consumers in the digi-
tal space, the state responds by introducing new
aspects of norms into the legal system to regulate
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these risks. According to UNCTAD data, laws on
consumer rights protection concerning digital issues
are in effect in approximately 115 countries (Min-
nebaev 2023: 2).

It is no secret that in the modern world, the vol-
ume of goods turnover in online trade is increasing
year by year. Kazakhstanis readily order selected
goods from online stores because it is convenient
and, in a number of cases, advantageous. At the same
time, the risks associated with purchasing goods via
online trade are also increasing. The consumer may
not be provided with the paid-for goods, may be giv-
en a different product, or goods of inadequate qual-
ity, and may be refused a return or exchange for both
appropriate and inadequate quality goods. In these
situations, it becomes difficult for the consumer to
achieve justice, as, typically, the online store is lo-
cated in another city or even another country.

Online trade presents a number of the follow-
ing dangers, specifically: the impossibility of pre-
liminarily assessing the consumer properties of the
product, hence the risk of fraud; increasing depen-
dence of suppliers of goods (services) on markets;
and a fundamental reshaping of the employment
structure and the qualification requirements for
labor resources in trade. Consumer rights are vio-
lated in both retail and e-commerce. Sellers refuse
to exchange or return goods, do not respond to con-
sumers’ written complaints, and often the consumer
does not know where to send a complaint and lacks
information about the seller’s details and name as a
business entity.

In contemporary legal literature, one can ob-
serve how some authors focus on the main problems
of legal supervision of goods turnover in the inter-
net space. Currently, the most significant and press-
ing issue in the legal supervision of goods turnover
in cyberspace is the problem of user identification.
The problem lies in the specifics of concluding con-
tracts in electronic form. Furthermore, a particular
aspect of this issue involves electronic signatures
and the protection of user data. Due to amendments
to the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Elec-
tronic Document and Electronic Digital Signature»
(https://online.zakon.kz/), it is stipulated that the
personal data of citizens of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan must be stored and processed exclusively
within the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
which often poses an obstacle when purchasing
goods from abroad.

Secondly, the issue of information intermedia-
tion is also a significant concern. When selecting a
product in an online store, it is crucial to pay close

attention to the information provided by the seller
regarding the product and the terms of purchase.
Furthermore, the owners of many websites on the
Internet are not the owners of the servers themselves
but are merely users (e.g., of hosting services). To
host websites on a server, they engage the services
of IT specialists, who, in turn, may have access to
special configurations. Consequently, when choos-
ing a product remotely, a consumer may receive in-
correct or irrelevant information about the product
itself, its features, and its characteristics.

According to Article 1, paragraph 65 of the Tax
Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, electronic
trade in goods is defined as entrepreneurial activity
involving the sale of goods to individuals, conducted
with the aid of information technologies via an on-
line store and/or an internet platform, provided there
is either an in-house service for delivering goods to
the buyer (recipient) or contracts with persons pro-
viding freight transportation, courier, and/or postal
services (https://online.zakon.kz/).

One of the key objectives of the «Digital Ka-
zakhstan» state program is the development of e-
commerce. A target indicator, a 2.6% share of e-
commerce in the total trade volume of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, was achieved in 2022 (https://akor-
da.kz/ru/).

E-commerce in Kazakhstan is demonstrating
phenomenal growth. According to the results of
joint research by the «Digital Kazakhstan» Associ-
ation and «PwC Kazakhstany, the rapid growth of
e-commerce in the Republic of Kazakhstan contin-
ues: in 2022, approximately 50 million online pur-
chases were made, amounting to 1.3 trillion tenge.
The volume of Kazakhstani e-commerce consti-
tutes 8.2 percent of the country’s total domestic re-
tail trade. Consumers are increasingly purchasing
items of daily demand, such as household goods
and food products, beauty and health products,
children’s goods, and pet supplies (https://ten-
grinews.kz/).

Online trade is a form of retail trade. In this con-
text, legal relations are similar and can be divided
into two categories:

1. Consumer relations. Consumers and entre-
preneurs (product manufacturers, sellers) engage in
mutual interaction.

2. The role of the state in regulating entrepre-
neurial activity. This occurs between local self-gov-
ernment bodies and entrepreneurs within the process
of state management of the entrepreneurial sphere.
These actions are aimed at ensuring and protecting
national and public interests. It should be noted that
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entrepreneurial activity within online relations is
systemic in nature.

Globally, 33% of the population, approximately
2.8 billion people, shop via online stores. This ac-
counts for 21% of all retail sales. It is projected that
this figure will increase to 22.6% within the next
two years. Major trading platforms from China, the
USA, and the United Kingdom are in high demand
among consumers (https://24.kz/).

Although domestic online stores in our country
are developing in step with the times, the vast ma-
jority of Kazakhstanis make purchases from foreign
online stores. This is evidenced by platforms such
as China’s «Alibabay, which offers over a million
products, «Joom», which sells Korean cosmetics
and goods currently popular among women, and
various other foreign stores.

Alibaba.com is one of the marketplaces belong-
ing to the Chinese transnational company Alibaba
Group, which also operates Taobao. Alibaba.com
was founded in 1999 with the aim of connecting
suppliers from China with buyers from abroad, pri-
marily from the United States. Currently, it is one
of the world’s largest B2B (Business-to-Business)
wholesale e-commerce platforms. According to of-
ficial data, in 2020, Alibaba.com connected over
150 000 suppliers to a network of more than 10 000
000 global buyers located in over 190 countries and
regions.

The dynamics of e-commerce volume in Ka-
zakhstan demonstrate a stable growth rate. For ex-
ample, according to Euromonitor International, an
international market research company, while the
e-commerce volume was 374.2 billion tenge in
2017, it rose to 523.3 billion tenge in 2018, 612 bil-
lion tenge in 2019, 1,208.9 billion tenge in 2020,
and 1,427.7 billion tenge in 2021. Examining ma-
jor product categories, it can be observed that in the
year these figures primarily relate to (likely 2021,
based on the preceding data), Kazakhstanis spent
the most online on clothing, footwear, and various
accessories (423.9 billion tenge), and household
appliances and electronics (355 billion tenge). Ka-
zakhstanis spent the least online on household goods
(99.1 billion tenge), beverages and tobacco products
(69.9 billion tenge), food products (45.5 billion
tenge), and health and beauty products (29 billion
tenge) (https://ridero.ru/).

Globally, China ranks first in online trade.
There, the share of e-commerce in the national retail
trade turnover is 23.7 percent. In the United States,
over 10,000 stores have closed in the last two years,
and it is possible that 20-25 percent of shopping cen-
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ters there may close in the next five years. While the
development of online trade in that country stands
at 10.8 percent, in South Korea it is 7.2 percent
(https://7-su.kz/).

In 2019, approximately 1.5 billion people, or 27
percent of the world’s population aged 15 and older,
shopped online. The proportion of those shopping
via the Internet is significantly lower in low-income
countries, whereas in high-income countries, more
than half of the population made purchases online
(www.unctad.org/ict4d).

In our country, in 2024, this sector accounted for
23% of all consumer complaints. The main griev-
ances from citizens were related to the lack of infor-
mation about sellers, the non-conformity of goods
to their descriptions, and refusals to issue refunds
(https://www.facebook.com/). This situation fa-
cilitated a clearer definition of responsibilities and
regulatory mechanisms for e-commerce platforms.
E-commerce platforms are now obligated to imple-
ment internal rules for authorizing sellers, including
registration and authentication processes. Contracts
with sellers must stipulate mandatory compliance
with consumer rights legislation, including the pro-
vision of complete information about the product
and the seller. To strengthen platform oversight,
sanctions can be applied to offending sellers, po-
tentially including the blocking of their accounts.
Furthermore, consumers are to be given access to
certificates of conformity for goods; such a system
aims to enhance transparency and trust in the online
sales system.

The need for normative legal regulation of the
e-commerce sector also stems from changes in the
institutional content of economic relations. The
transborder nature of e-commerce, along with the
obligations of states within integration unions and
other international agreements, complicates the de-
velopment of effective tools for regulating the e-
commerce sphere.

The primary element of technological progress
at the end of the 20th century was the computeriza-
tion of industrial production and other sectors of the
economy, which was superseded by digitalization at
the beginning of the 21st century. At its core, digita-
lization invariably involves more complex technolo-
gies—not necessarily confined to the telecommunica-
tions sector—that are capable of significantly altering
the processes of interaction between economic
agents and the methods of organizing production.

Research into the essence of economic rela-
tions in e-commerce has revealed changes in the
theory of competitive advantages within the inter-
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net economy: if the competitiveness of traditional
trade participants depended on their production con-
ditions and ICT (Information and Communication
Technologies) endowment, then in digital trade,
competitiveness is determined by the development
of the e-commerce ecosystem. Without access to the
global market offered by e-commerce, traditional
economic factors of competitiveness become inef-
fective.

Due to the transborder nature of e-commerce,
some countries can derive significant benefits from
its development, while others may suffer losses as
traditional trade, conversely, undergoes a regres-
sion. To avoid being among the latter, state inter-
vention in the e-commerce sphere is necessary. In
this regard, regulation should be aimed at equaliz-
ing competitive conditions for foreign and domestic
suppliers, creating the necessary e-commerce infra-
structure, and also stimulating the entrepreneurial
activity of domestic enterprises in the e-commerce
sector by providing tax incentives and other support
measures.

The effective development of e-commerce de-
pends on factors such as telecommunications infra-
structure and the accessibility of data transmission,
the level of digital literacy among the population, the
provision of consumer rights protection, the legisla-
tive framework, logistical infrastructure, as well as
the development of non-cash payment instruments.

The need to integrate Kazakhstani small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) into global e-
commerce platforms like Alibaba is driven by two
principal reasons:

1. The outsourcing of services related to pay-
ment, delivery, returns, accounting, and dispute res-
olution for SMEs increases the cost of conducting
business online, thereby rendering them uncompeti-
tive.

2. The small market size in Kazakhstan does not
permit the scaling of domestic e-commerce projects.
Connection to the global supply chain allows them
to reduce transaction costs and increase market cov-
erage without needing a physical presence in the
country of sale.

Due to the lack of necessary digital skills among
Kazakhstani entrepreneurs, the state is providing
them with support in the form of consulting and le-
gal assistance to facilitate their entry into large mar-
ketplaces.

The creation of specialized e-commerce plat-
forms contributes to its active development; there-
fore, in this context, it is crucial to create the nec-
essary conditions for the emergence of powerful

domestic marketplaces in Kazakhstan or within the
Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU). The introduc-
tion of restrictive measures concerning the activities
of foreign suppliers through tariff regulation is also
important.

Given that a general marketplace of a global
standard has not yet formed within the Kazakhstan
and EAEU market, it is highly important for local
entrepreneurs to access existing global platforms to
sell domestic goods outside the EAEU.

The development of online trade makes markets
accessible for thousands of entrepreneurs, includ-
ing those in the regions of Kazakhstan. Barriers for
businesses seeking to enter national and internation-
al levels are reduced, and this also promotes digita-
lization and increases the transparency of financial
operations.

The digital environment offers vast opportuni-
ties for consumers but simultaneously presents new
challenges in protecting their rights. The absence of
binding international agreements, the lack of gener-
ally accepted mechanisms for resolving disputes on
international and foreign internet platforms, as well
as fraud and the sale of consumers’ personal data,
are issues exacerbated by the lack of, and delays
in implementing, proposed measures for resolving
disputes. Despite the existence of various forms and
methods for regulating issues related to consumer
rights protection, many aspects still arise daily in
disputes between parties; their resolution requires
special attention and control from the state.

Conclusion

The UNCTAD B2C E-commerce Index charac-
terizes the potential for e-commerce development
in Kazakhstan. Consequently, as opportunities for
developing e-commerce in Kazakhstan increase, so
too do the attendant threats and risks. To enhance
the competitiveness of the network economy, it is
necessary to systematically form the e-commerce
infrastructure, including domestic and internation-
al trading platforms, logistics centers, and online
stores.

In this regard, it is pertinent to highlight the
state’s role in the development of digital trade in
Kazakhstan:

1. The prerequisites for the active development
of digital trade are the processes of digitalization
and economic globalization. As digital trade evolves
worldwide, Kazakhstan must take timely action to
avoid falling behind in this process. If Kazakhstan
can take the necessary actions now and transition
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from being merely an observer to an active partici-
pant in this process, many future outcomes will yield
a beneficial impact. In this context, we believe it is
advisable to establish a research organization, akin
to a National Center, dedicated to the development
of digital trade in Kazakhstan. This organization
would focus on seeking new perspectives, ensuring
the appropriate and timely implementation of global
processes within our state, and analyzing the current
status of digital trade development in Kazakhstan.

2. Creating favorable conditions for the devel-
opment of digital commerce is essential, namely, by
providing land for the construction of warehouses in
the regions and improving logistics networks.

3. Given that traditional trade is receding and
digital trade is progressively taking its place, it is
evident that the demand for specialists in the bur-
geoning field of digitalization will increase. Ac-
cordingly, it is necessary to implement measures for
training specialists in digital commerce, including
organizing training courses and programs for rural

residents, and arranging qualification enhancement
initiatives for individuals engaged in entrepreneur-
ship.

4. To strengthen consumer rights protection,
additional regulatory measures are stipulated in the
new edition of the Law «On Consumer Rights Pro-
tection.» Specific concepts such as «e-commerce
platform (marketplace)», «online store», and «infor-
mation-advertising platform» have been introduced
into the Law. In this respect, it is proposed to expand
the definition of the term «Electronic Commerce,
which would facilitate the regulation of issues con-
cerning violations of consumer rights when ordering
services and work via various mobile applications.

It is further proposed to supplement the fun-
damental principles of consumer rights protection
with provisions ensuring the mandatory protection
of consumers’ personal data, and stipulating the in-
admissibility of entrepreneurs including contractual
terms that violate and/or infringe upon the rights and
legitimate interests of consumer

The positions of the Constitutional Court
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the calculation of alimony obligations

The study is devoted to the analysis of the implementation of constitutional provisions on the pro-
tection of marriage, family, motherhood, fatherhood and childhood through the prism of alimony ob-
ligations for the maintenance of children after the dissolution of marriage in the norms of family and
executive legislation. During the two years of its existence, the Constitutional Court has repeatedly con-
sidered the issues of the constitutionality of legislation on the calculation of alimony. In this regard, the
purpose of the preliminary study is to analyze the position of the Constitutional Court of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on the legal regulation of alimony legal relations. Namely, the position of the constitutional
control body on the accrual of alimony from a parent who does not have a permanent income is being
investigated. The study is based on an analysis of the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on
alimony obligations, scientific research on the problems of family relations in Kazakhstan and a number
of other countries, statistics provided by government agencies of the Republic of Kazakhstan and reports
of authorized authorities. The results revealed the importance of the Constitutional Court’s position in
correcting the current legislation on alimony obligations. Taking into account the financial and marital
status of the parties is an important condition for observing justice and guaranteeing the fulfillment of
alimony obligations towards children. It is important that alimony is recognized as an important tool for
protecting childhood.

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INTERACTION OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY LAW
WITH BRANCHES OF PRIVATE LAW

In this article, a study is conducted on the interaction of intellectual property law with branches
of private law. In particular, the interaction of intellectual property law with civil law is substantiated.
Intellectual property law acts as a sub-branch of civil law, respectively, the subject of legal regulation
also consists of property and personal non-property relations that develop with respect to intellectual
property objects. In turn, the exclusive right to intellectual property belongs to the category of property
rights, and as a subjective right is one of the objects of civil rights.

The article also analyzes the interaction of intellectual property law norms and sub-branches of civil
law: law of obligations, inheritance law. As you know, obligations are divided into contractual and non-
contractual. In the field of intellectual property, contracts are important because they serve as the basis
for the emergence, modification and termination of legal relations regarding intellectual property objects.

Some provisions of the article are devoted to the analysis of intellectual property rights with the
institute of non-contractual obligations. Often, the creation of intellectual property objects is the subject
of competitive obligations, and copyright holders may be harmed as a result of torts. Exclusive rights also
act as the subject of inheritance and inheritance law, exclusive rights can be the subject of hereditary
legal relations, which is also reflected in the content of the article.

The issues of interaction of intellectual property law with private international law are touched upon,
since intellectual property law is one of the institutions of private international law, which provides for
conflict-of-laws regulation of relations complicated by a foreign element. The uniqueness of intellectual
property law is also manifested in connection with labor law, since the subject of interaction is relations
regarding official works and inventions, which, as a rule, are determined by an employment contract, but
require compliance with special legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The article analyzes the interaction of intellectual property law with family law, since exclusive
rights and intellectual property objects, being property, can be the subject of family legal relations. The
aspects of the interaction of intellectual property law with business law are studied, this is based on the
norms on commercialization, support of industrial activity, etc.

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Interaction of intellectual property law with branches of private law

Introduction

Fundamental in legal science is the division of
branches of law into public and private branches.
Civil law is the largest branch of private law and
therefore the role of this branch is difficult to over-
estimate.

Discussion

Intellectual property law, being a sub-branch of
civil law, is aimed at regulating public relations that
develop regarding the results of creative intellec-
tual activity and means of individualization of par-
ticipants in civil turnover, goods, works or services,
therefore the connection with civil law is obvious.
Like the subject of civil law, intellectual property
law regulates property and personal non-property
relations regarding intellectual property objects:
objects of copyright and related rights, patent law,
selection achievements, integrated circuit topolo-
gies, undisclosed information, means of individual-
ization. Needless to say, the subject of civil law is
much broader than the subject of intellectual prop-
erty law, this is logical, because intellectual property
law is a sub-branch of civil law.

The subject of legal regulation of intellectual
property rights as a sub—branch of civil law are
property relations, i.e. relations concerning property
(exclusive) rights to intellectual property objects
and personal non-property relations, i.e. relations
concerning personal non-property rights belonging
to individuals — creators of the results of intellectual
creative activity (authors, inventors, breeders).

The interaction of civil law and intellectual
property law is also manifested in the fact that
the exclusive right to intellectual property objects
as a subjective right is one of the objects of civil
rights.

In accordance with Article 14 of the Civil Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, a citizen may have
the right of intellectual property to inventions,
works of science, literature and art, other results of
intellectual activity; claim compensation for mate-
rial and moral damage; have other property and per-
sonal non-property rights. It follows from this that
the subjective intellectual property right constitutes
the content of a citizen’s legal capacity, the key le-
gal component of legal personality.

Therefore, intellectual property law as a set of
property (exclusive) and personal non-property
rights interacts with all sub-sectors and institutions
of civil law.
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As you know, in addition to exclusive rights to
intellectual property rights, property rights in civil
law include real rights (for example, ownership and
rights to someone else’s thing), binding rights (for
example, contractual and non-contractual) and in-
heritance rights.

An exclusive right is a property right and may be
the subject of absolute legal relations arising from
the possession of exclusive rights to the results of
creative intellectual activity. In absolute legal re-
lations, the rightholder is opposed by an indefinite
circle of persons (potential violators or users). In
relative legal relations, exclusive rights arise from
obligations.

At the same time, the classification of the
grounds for the emergence of exclusive rights is as
follows:

- in absolute legal relations, exclusive rights
arise by virtue of the fact of the creation of an in-
tellectual property object or the provision of legal
protection by an authorized body.

- in relative legal relations, exclusive rights
arise: 1) from contractual obligations (contracts for
the creation of intellectual property objects, con-
tracts for the granting of exclusive rights, contracts
for the alienation (assignment) of exclusive rights,
contracts for the provision of services); 2) from
non-contractual obligations: torts (obligations from
causing harm to the rightholder, unjustified enrich-
ment); competitive obligations, unilateral transac-
tions (public promise of a reward or remuneration
for the creation of an intellectual property object,
auction (tender) sale of copyright objects).

For example, if we are talking about the interac-
tion of intellectual property law with the law of ob-
ligations. The general provisions of the Civil Code
on the law of obligations, including the rules on the
contract, generally extend their effect to this intan-
gible object of civil rights, of course, taking into ac-
count its features (V.P. Mozolin 2012:18).

The obligation acts as a civil-law legal relation-
ship, and the contract as the basis for the emergence
of civil-law relations, and contractual legal relations,
in turn, are legal relations that arise, change and ter-
minate on the basis of the contract. Obligations form
the basis of civil turnover, because through obliga-
tions there is a turnover of goods, the performance
of works or the provision of services. The subject
may have exclusive rights to intellectual property
objects on the basis of contractual obligations based
on copyright agreements, license agreements, trust
management, franchising, etc. According to V.P.
Mozolin, in the field of contract law, these features

are manifested primarily in the fact that contracts
for the transfer of the right to use intellectual prop-
erty objects are allocated by civil legislation into a
separate specific group that exists in parallel with
contracts for the transfer of ownership and their
use(V.P. Mozolin 2012:18).

Contracts in the field of intellectual activity are
diverse in the system of contracts. Without aiming
to consider this system, [ would just like to note that
the legal and economic features used together are a
more accurate criterion for distinguishing contracts,
on the basis of which the following types of con-
tracts are distinguished in the field of intellectual
property:

1. contracts for the creation of intellectual prop-
erty objects (contracts of author’s order, contract for
the creation of an official work and invention, con-
tracts for research, development and technological
work);

2. agreements on granting rights to use intellec-
tual property objects (license agreements, franchis-
ing agreement);

3. security agreements (exclusive rights pledge
agreement);

4. exclusive rights service agreements (exclu-
sive rights trust management agreement, collective
management agreement);

5. agreements on alienation of exclusive rights
(agreements on assignment of exclusive rights).

Consider the judicial practice. On February 11,
2020, the SMES of the city of N.S. considered a civil
case on a claim between IP “PSN” and LLP “IU” on
the recognition of the contract as invalid and on the
recovery of the amount. A sublicense agreement for
the use of the trademark dated December 20, 2018
No. 201218/1 (hereinafter referred to as the Agree-
ment) was concluded between the plaintiff (sublic-
ensee) and IU LLP (sublicensee), under which the
sublicensee granted the sublicensee a non—exclusive
license to use the trademark within the city in re-
spect of services included in the 39, 41, 43 classes
of the International classification of goods and ser-
vices.

In accordance with Annex 1 to the Agreement,
IU LLP granted the sole proprietor a non—exclusive
right to use the trademark “Let’s Go with Us”, reg-
istered under No. 1303991 and valid until March 29,
2026 (hereinafter referred to as the Trademark). By
virtue of clause 4.1. as a reward for the granted right
to use the trademark for the period of validity of this
Agreement, the sublicensee is obliged to pay the
sublicensee a payment in the amount of 2,600,000
tenge. According to clause 4.2. of the Agreement,

the payment specified in clause 4.1. the sublicens-
ee is obliged to pay the sublicensee in the follow-
ing order: 1,300,000 tenge by December 29, 2018;
325,000 tenge by February 28, 2019; 325,000 tenge
by March 31, 2019; 325,000 tenge by April 30,
2019; 325,000 tenge by May 31, 2019. The parties
did not dispute that 2,600,000 tenge was received by
the defendant. In accordance with clause 8.5. of the
Agreement, the costs associated with the registra-
tion of the Agreement with the RSE “National In-
stitute of Intellectual Property” of the Republic of
Kazakhstan are borne by the sublicensee.

According to the letter dated August 23, 2019
ex.N0.D2019-735 RSE at the National Institute of
Intellectual Property reported the absence in the
State Register of Trademarks of a registered sub-
license agreement on the disposal of the exclusive
right to trademark No.1303991 “PSN” between
LLP “IU” and IP. The plaintiff asked to invalidate
the Contract and recover 2,600,000 tenge from the
defendant, arguing that the plaintiff paid the speci-
fied amount to the defendant under the Contract,
meanwhile, the defendant did not register the Con-
tract in the State Register of Trademarks and is not
entitled to receive remuneration under the Contract.
The plaintiff’s representative at the court hearing
supported the claim and asked to be satisfied on the
grounds set out in the claim. The representative of
the defendant did not recognize the claim and asked
to refuse to satisfy the claims, pointing out that un-
der the Contract the defendant undertook to reim-
burse the costs associated with the registration of the
Contract, however, did not accept the obligation to
submit the contract for registration in the State Reg-
ister of Trademarks. The plaintiff used the trade-
mark for two years and did not require the defendant
to register the Contract. The plaintiff’s rights have
not been violated, since the plaintiff has the right to
register the Contract, but does not do so.

In accordance with Article 1031 of the Civil
Code, the agreement on the transfer of the right
to a trademark, license, sublicense agreements are
concluded in writing. The transfer of the right to a
trademark or the granting of the right to use a trade-
mark is subject to registration in accordance with
the procedure determined by the authorized state
body. Failure to comply with the written form of the
contract and (or) the registration requirement entails
the nullity of the contract.

According to paragraph 5 of Article 21 of the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Trade-
marks, Service Marks, Geographical Indications
and Appellations of Origin of goods”, the transfer of
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an exclusive right or a license agreement is subject
to registration within ten working days following
the day of receipt of the application of the interested
party to the contract.

By virtue of paragraph 1 of Article 157 of the
Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, a trans-
action is invalid on the grounds established by the
Code or other legislative acts, by virtue of its recog-
nition as such by a court (a disputed transaction) or
on the grounds directly provided for by legislative
acts, regardless of such recognition (a void transac-
tion). The transaction is considered to be disputed if
its nullity is not provided for by legislative acts. In
the event of a dispute about the nullity of the trans-
action, its invalidity is established by the court.

By virtue of paragraph 3 of Article 157 of the
Civil Code, a claim for invalidation of a transaction
may be submitted by interested persons, a proper
state body or a prosecutor. An interested person is
a person whose rights and legitimate interests have
been violated or may be violated as a result of the
said transaction. The plaintiff’s claims for invalida-
tion of the Contract and the return by the defendant
of the amount of money received under the Contract
in the amount of 2,600,000 tenge are based on the
fact that the defendant has not registered the Con-
tract in the State Register of Trademarks.

The Court cannot take into account the plain-
tiff’s arguments that, by virtue of clause 8.5. of the
Contract, the defendant had to register the Contract
in the State Register of Trademarks, since clause
8.3. of the Contract provides for reimbursement by
the defendant of the costs associated with the reg-
istration of the Contract, while the defendant is not
obligated to submit an application for registration of
the Contract to the authorized body. Clause 7.1 of
the Agreement stipulates that the Agreement is valid
until December 20, 2020. Since the Contract has not
expired, the court agrees with the defendant’s argu-
ments that the plaintiff has not lost the right to file an
application for registration of the Contract.

The court found that the owner of the Trademark
1s Mr. R.A.V. The owner of the trademark, the de-
fendant was granted a non-exclusive license to use
the Trademark by concluding a license agreement
dated April 06, 2018, the contract was registered
in the RSE at the National Institute of Intellectual
Property. In this case, the plaintiff has been using
the trademark since December 20, 2018 and has not
submitted a claim for its registration to the defen-
dant, the Trademark owner, the defendant do not
dispute the plaintiff’s right to use the Trademark,
while the plaintiff’s right to register the Contract has
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not been lost. In such circumstances, the court con-
siders that the plaintiff’s claims do not comply with
paragraph 3 of Article 157 of the Civil Code, since
the court does not see a violation of the rights and le-
gitimate interests of the plaintiff and refuses to satis-
fy the claims. The court refused to satisfy the claims
of the individual entrepreneur against the LLP “IU”
on invalidation of the sublicense agreement for the
use of the trademark dated December 20, 2018 No.
2021218/1 and the recovery of 2,600,000 tenge
(Delo Ne 7119-19-00-2/13774).

With the development of market relations in the
Republic of Kazakhstan, intellectual property rights
and property rights to them are increasingly becom-
ing the subject of mixed contracts. Subjects of civil
rights, striving for the legitimate use of the results of
creative work, are increasingly using constructions
that allow for legal risks.

For example, contracts that may include con-
ditions indirectly mediating relations in the field of
intellectual property law — an employment contract,
a contract for the performance of R&D, a pledge
agreement for property rights, a marriage contract, a
contract for the trust management of property rights,
an enterprise sale agreement, an enterprise lease
agreement, a privatization agreement, a donation
agreement, a barter agreement, a constituent agree-
ment, joint activity agreement, assignment agree-
ment, commission agreement, insurance agreement.

The interaction of intellectual property law is
also expressed in close connection with the institu-
tion of non-contractual obligations, since the basis
for the emergence of relations regarding intellectual
property can be not only contracts, but non-contrac-
tual obligations. At the same time, when applying
legislation regarding non-contractual obligations,
one should not forget about the requirements of spe-
cial regulatory legal acts when regulating relations
in the field of intellectual creative activity.

The basis for the occurrence of such obligations
are lawful and unlawful actions. Legitimate ones in-
clude:

a) obligations arising from a public promise of
remuneration, for example, in the case of the cre-
ation of intellectual property objects;

b) obligations arising from competitive obliga-
tions, for example, from an auction, tender.

Exclusive rights may arise from the public prom-
ise of a reward for the creation of a work, the subject
of which is the creation of the result of creative ac-
tivity. The announcement of a public promise of an
award is not such a rare phenomenon, periodically
such contests are announced by those interested in
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new ideas and technologies. The object of such con-
tests can be not only works of science, literature and
art, but also inventions, industrial designs or utility
models that could be further used in industry in vari-
ous sectors of the national economy.

At auctions, sales of objects of fine art and other
results of intellectual creative activity are carried
out, and in relation to such objects of intellectual
property rights, such specific rights arise as the right
of succession, expressed in the fact that the author of
the work of art has the right, in case of its public re-
sale at a price exceeding the previous one, to receive
remuneration from the seller in the form of a per-
centage of resale price (Zakon Respubliki Kazakh-
stan ot 10 iyunya 1996 goda Ne 6-1 «Ob avtorskom
prave i smezhnykh pravakhy).

Competitive obligations are regulated not only
by the norms of the Civil Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, but also by the norms of special leg-
islation, for example, the Law of the Republic of
Kazakhstan “On Public Procurement”. According
to Clause 28 of Article 2 of the Law of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan “On Public Procurement”, goods
are also understood as objects of intellectual prop-
erty rights. One of the principles of public procure-
ment in accordance with Clause 9 of Article 4 of
the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Public
Procurement” is the principle of respect for intel-
lectual property rights contained in the purchased
goods (Zakon Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 4 dek-
abrya 2015 goda Ne 434-V «O gosudarstvennykh
zakupkakhy).

In addition, according to paragraph 3 of Article
39 of the Law “On Public Procurement”, public pro-
curement by means of a single source through the
direct conclusion of a public procurement contract is
carried out in cases of acquisition of goods, services
that are objects of intellectual property from a person
who has exclusive rights in respect of the purchased
goods, services, as well as work on the adjustment
of pre-project or design and estimate documentation
from the person who developed this pre-design or
design estimate documentation (Zakon Respubliki
Kazakhstan ot 4 dekabrya 2015 goda Ne 434-V «O
gosudarstvennykh zakupkakhy).

However, this is not enough, since the alienation
and granting of intellectual property rights must be
carried out according to the rules of special legis-
lation. And this is confirmed by the provision of
Clause 9 of Article 4 of the Law of the Republic of
Kazakhstan “On Public Procurement”.

As for illegal actions as grounds for obligations,
these include tort obligations from causing harm, for

example, illegal use of intellectual property rights,
violation of personal non-property rights.

Consider the judicial practice. On February 8§,
2017, the Specialized Interdistrict Economic Court
of G. A. civil case on the claim of “iS” LLP to the
defendant “Trading Company D’ LLP for the recov-
ery of the amount of income received as a result of
copyright infringement, the plaintiff appealed to the
court with the above claim, motivating (taking into
account the clarifications of the arguments of the
statement of claim) that he has exclusive property
rights to the copyright object called “T” (computer
program), as evidenced by the certificate of state
registration of copyright rights issued by the Intel-
lectual Property Rights Committee of the Ministry
of Justice of the Republic of Kazakhstan, “T” — the
electronic document management system automates
business processes and content management, the
product adapts to any type of enterprise, supports
geographically distributed offices and automates the
work of the enterprise as a whole.

On the part of “iS” LLP, since November 2015,
work has begun to identify the facts of the misuse of
objects of its copyright, since earlier it introduced
the program “T” electronic document management
system in “AAvto” LLP, JSC “SC”, JSC “VD” and
did not exclude the option of illegal acquisition, use
and processing by third parties of the source codes
of this program, including in the service market. In
this regard, procurement monitoring was carried out
related to the supply, development and implementa-
tion of computer programs in the field of electronic
document management within the limitation period
for 2012-2015, information about the purchase was
found on the website of JSC NC KAZH in the pro-
curement archive, after which they visited the web-
site of the defendant LLP Trading Company D, from
which it followed that he does not develop software,
but only implements ready-made products, therefore
the defendant has no experience in developing his
own ready-made products, and experts always post
their cases on the site, raised doubts about his com-
petence and the need to check his electronic docu-
ment management system for counterfeiting. So,
on 08.11.2013, the results of the tender of JSC NC
“KAZH” for the purchase of services for lot No. 20
“Electronic Document Management System” were
summed up, according to the protocol of the tender
results, the defendant with the contract amount of
13 996 472 tenge excluding VAT was recognized as
the winner for this lot. Based on a letter from “iS”
LLP dated 27.11.2015 with a request for access to
the electronic document management system (here-
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inafter — SED) for joint analysis of the source codes
of the respondent’s SED and SED “T”, satisfied by
JSC “NC “KAZH”, on 15.01.2016 by specialists of
“iS” LLP and JSC “NC “KAZH” the SED of JSC
NC “KAZH” was decompiled, as a result of which
the architecture of the SED of JSC NC “KAZH” and
SED “T” were revealed, their matches at the source
code level, the author’s signatures of the plaintiff’s
specialists were found in the source codes of the
SED of JSC NC “KAZH”. This inspection was addi-
tionally witnessed by a video recording. Meanwhile,
the defendant did not acquire the SED “T” program
from iS LLP, did not receive permission or consent
for its use, sale or processing, therefore, the SED
“T” cannot be recognized as a legitimate user.

Pre-trial measures to resolve the dispute did not
lead to anything, about which there is a correspond-
ing correspondence.

In accordance with paragraph 5, part 1 of Article
49 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On
Copyright and Related Rights”, the protection of
copyright and related rights is carried out by the court
by collecting income received by the violator as a re-
sult of violation of copyright and (or) other rights, and
are applied at the choice of the copyright holder. The
defendant’s income received as a result of the imple-
mentation of the SED in JSC NC KAZH amounted
to KZT 13,996,472. The claim of “iS” LLP to the de-
fendant “Trading Company D” LLP for the recovery
of the amount of income received as a result of copy-
right infringement has been fully satisfied. Recovered
from Trading Company D LLP in favor of iS LLP in-
come received by it as a result of copyright infringe-
ment in the amount of KZT 13,996,472 (thirteen mil-
lion nine hundred ninety-six thousand four hundred
seventy-two) tenge, court costs for the payment of
examination in the amount of KZT 17,197 (seven-
teen thousand one hundred ninety-seven) tenge, total
— 14,013,669 (fourteen million thirteen thousand six
hundred sixty-nine) tenge. Court costs in the amount
of 419,894 (four hundred nineteen thousand eight
hundred and ninety-four) tenge were collected from
Trading Company D LLP to the state revenue (Delo
7527-16-00-2/7560).

Intellectual property law interacts closely with
inheritance law.

In accordance with Article 1040 of the Civil
Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the inheritance
includes property belonging to the testator, as well
as rights and obligations, the existence of which
does not cease with his death.

The inheritance may also include the rights nec-
essary for registration of the testator’s property rights
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that were not issued during his lifetime, including the
right to register them (Grazhdanskiy kodeks Respub-
liki Kazakhstan ot 1 iyulya 1999 goda Ne 409-I).

At the same time, paragraph 2 of Article 1040
of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan
provides that the rights and obligations inextricably
linked with the identity of the testator are not in-
cluded in the inheritance:

1) the rights of membership in organizations
that are legal entities, unless otherwise established
by legislative acts or contract;

2) the right to compensation for damage caused
to life or health;

3) rights and obligations arising from alimony
obligations;

4) the rights to pension payments, allowances
and other payments on the basis of the labor legis-
lation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the laws
of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of social
security;

5) personal non-property rights not related to
property rights, except in cases established by leg-
islative acts (Grazhdanskiy kodeks Respubliki Ka-
zakhstan ot 1 iyulya 1999 goda Ne 409-I).

According to Article 115 of the Civil Code of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, property is understood
as property rights, one of the components of intel-
lectual property rights are exclusive rights, that is,
property rights.

It follows from the content of paragraph 2 of
Article 1040 of the Civil Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan that exclusive rights act as the subject
of inheritance and inheritance law, exclusive rights
can be the subject of hereditary legal relations. The
same cannot be said about personal non-property
rights, which, as is known, are not included in the
hereditary mass, since they are inalienable and non-
transferable due to their connection with the person-
ality of the author-testator.

In accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 965
of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
exclusive rights to an intellectual property object are
transferred in the order of universal succession by
inheritance and as a result of the reorganization of
the legal entity — the rightholder. If you look at the
rules of special legislation that regulate the field of
intellectual property:

1) Paragraph 2 of Article 30 of the SOAPR
states that copyright is inherited by law or by will.
Here it is necessary to understand that the exclusive
(property) copyright passes to the heir, since the per-
sonal non-property rights of the author do not pass
by inheritance;
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2) Paragraph 14 of Article 11 of the Patent Law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan states that the secu-
rity document for an object of industrial property
and (or) the right to receive it are inherited or in suc-
cession. According to paragraph 2 of Article 5 of
the Patent Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan, a se-
curity document for an invention, utility model and
industrial design certifies the exclusive right;

3) in accordance with Article 16 of the ZRK “On
Selection Achievements”, the right to file an appli-
cation and obtain a patent for a selection achieve-
ment, the exclusive right to use a selection achieve-
ment, as well as remuneration and income from its
use are inherited or in succession.

4) according to paragraph 1 of Article 8 of the
ZRK “On TIMS”, the exclusive right to the topol-
ogy passes by way of universal succession by in-
heritance and as a result of the reorganization of the
legal entity — the rightholder.

Interaction also exists within civil law: intel-
lectual property rights, contractual obligations and
inheritance law, for example, in accordance with
Article 909 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, the transfer to another person of a separate
exclusive right included in the license complex is not
a basis for changing or terminating the contract. The
new copyright holder enters into the contract with
respect to the rights and obligations relating to the
transferred exclusive right. In the event of the death
of the licensor-citizen, his rights and obligations un-
der the contract of a comprehensive business license
pass to the heir, provided that the latter is registered
or within six months from the date of the opening of
the inheritance will be registered as an entrepreneur.
Otherwise, the contract is terminated. The manage-
ment of the license complex in the period before the
heir assumes the relevant rights and obligations or
before the heir is registered as an entrepreneur is
carried out by a trustee appointed by a notary in ac-
cordance with the established procedure.

There are also a number of other features of in-
teraction within civil law, namely: intellectual prop-
erty rights, non-contractual competitive obligations
and inheritance law. For example, for auctions, the
subject of which is objects of intellectual property:
the right to follow a work of fine art.

The right of succession is the author’s right to
a share of the proceeds from the public resale of
original works of fine art and original manuscripts
(Sudarikov S.A. 2009:130). In the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, this norm is reflected in
paragraph 2 of Article 17 of the ROK ZoAP: “In
each case of public (through an auction, fine art gal-

lery, art salon, shop, etc.) resale of the original work
of fine art after the first alienation of ownership of
such a work of fine art, the author or his heirs have
the right to receive from the seller remuneration in
the amount of five percent of the resale price (right
of way). This right is inalienable during the author’s
lifetime and passes exclusively to the author’s heirs
by law or will for the duration of the copyright” (Za-
kon Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 10 iyunya 1996 goda
Ne 6-1 «Ob avtorskom prave i smezhnykh pravakhy).

We agree with S.A. Sudarikov that the right to
follow has elements of both personal non-property
and exclusive rights. On the one hand, the right to
follow is inalienable, which is characteristic of per-
sonal non-property law, and the inalienable right
has been introduced into legislation to prevent the
author from being forced to renounce his right. On
the other hand, the validity period of the right of suc-
cession is equal to the validity period of the exclu-
sive right (Sudarikov S.A. 2009:130). Moreover, the
right of succession passes to the heirs by law or by
will.

When considering the issue of inheritance of the
exclusive right to the result of intellectual activity, it
is necessary to take into account that in some cases
a situation of co-inheritance may arise — when the
exclusive right is inherited by two or more heirs (L.
A. Novoselova 2017:67). If there is a plurality of
heirs, the property is distributed according to the
shares. An indication of the distribution of shares
in these cases, taking into account the indivisibility
of the exclusive right (despite the presence of a set
of powers in it), can be considered as an indication
aimed at the distribution of funds (income) received
by heirs as a result of the exercise of the exclusive
right. The exclusive right of inheritance cannot be
divided into separate powers (when, for example,
the right to transfer is transferred to one person, and
the right to replicate is transferred to another). The
property of the indivisibility of an exclusive right
determines the peculiarity of its inheritance, due to
the fact that heirs can exercise this property right
only together. Any actions to use the inherited work
are possible only with their general consent of all
heirs (L. A. Novoselova 2017:68).

However, in Kazakhstan, the transfer or alien-
ation of exclusive rights is possible in whole or in
part, therefore, when inheriting, the powers included
in the exclusive rights must be used jointly by the
heirs, and in the will or by agreement of the co-heirs,
it is possible to divide the exclusive right into sepa-
rate powers, so the use of the exclusive right can be
made according to such powers.
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Exclusive rights to works of science, literature
and art, exclusive patent rights, exclusive rights to
selection achievements, to integrated circuit topolo-
gies, rights to trademarks, names of places of origin
of goods, rights to broadcast and cable broadcasting
are inherited, they can also be the object of inheri-
tance as part of enterprises as a property complex.

It is impossible not to touch upon the issues of
interaction of intellectual property law with private
international law, namely intellectual property law
is one of the institutions of private international law,
which provides for conflict of laws rules.

The intellectual property system has long ceased
to be a branch of law. Now that this system is lo-
calized in the interests of economically developed
countries, it has become a powerful means of in-
ternational trade, political and economic expan-
sion (Sudarikov S.A. 2009:330). From the point of
view of international legal relations, the intellectual
property system refers to private international law.
This is explicitly recognized in the TRIPS Agree-
ment: “Intellectual property law is a private right”
(Sudarikov S.A. 2009:10).

In these circumstances, there is always a need
to correctly determine the applicable law regarding
intellectual property objects. In accordance with Ar-
ticle 1120 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, the law of the country where protection of
these rights is sought applies to intellectual property
rights. According to paragraph 2 of Article 1120 of
the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, con-
tracts that have intellectual property rights as their
subject matter are governed by the law determined
in accordance with the provisions of this section
on contractual obligations (Grazhdanskiy kodeks
Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 1 iyulya 1999 goda Ne
409-I). There are international conventions and trea-
ties in the field of intellectual property law that are
sources of private international law, for example:
the Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial
Property of 1883, the Berne Convention for the Pro-
tection of Literary and Artistic Works of 1886, the
Madrid Agreement on the International Registration
of Marks of 1891, the Patent Cooperation Treaty of
1970, the Eurasian Patent Convention and Conflict
of laws rules are contained in these acts. According
to paragraph (2) of art. 5 of the Berne Convention,
the exercise of these rights and their exercise are not
connected with the performance of any formalities;
such use and exercise do not depend on the exis-
tence of protection in the country of origin of the
work. Consequently, in addition to the provisions
established by this Convention, the scope of protec-
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tion, as well as the means of protection provided to
the author for the protection of his rights, are regu-
lated exclusively by the legislation of the country
in which protection is claimed (Bernskaya konven-
tsiya ob okhrane literaturnykh i khudozhestvennykh
proizvedeniy 1886 g.). It follows from this that the
Berne Convention proceeds from the conflict of
laws binding of the legislation of the country where
protection is sought.

Separate norms are also enshrined in Article 6 of
the Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial
Property of 1883: “1. The conditions for filing an
application and registration of trademarks are deter-
mined in each country of the Union by its national
legislation. 2. However, a mark declared by a citizen
of a country of the Union in any other country of
the Union cannot be rejected or invalidated on the
grounds that it has not been declared, registered or
renewed in the country of origin. 3. A mark duly
registered in any country of the Union shall be re-
garded as independent of marks registered in other
countries of the Union, including the country of
origin” (Parizhskaya konventsiya po okhrane pro-
myshlennoy sobstvennosti 1883 g.). Consequently,
the relations of filing an application and registration
of a trademark are regulated by the national legisla-
tion of the Union.

As for contractual relations in the field of intel-
lectual property, they should be governed by the pro-
visions of the agreement of the parties. At the same
time, according to a number of scientists, the main
difference in the transfer of copyright and related
rights from the transfer of rights to objects of indus-
trial property lies mainly in the registration system
of protection of industrial property rights, which
entails the need to register the transfer (transfer) of
rights to the corresponding object in national patent
offices or in an international office (O.V. Lutkova,
L.V. Terent’yeva, B.A. Shakhnazarov 2017:146).
There are such rules in Kazakhstan.

The uniqueness of intellectual property rights is
also manifested in connection with labor law, this
concerns the legal regime of service works and ser-
vice inventions, which, as a rule, is determined by
an employment contract, and the creation of intel-
lectual property objects is part of the employee’s
labor duties.

According to clause 7-1) of Article 1 of the
Patent Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan, service
objects of industrial property are inventions, utility
models, industrial designs created by an employee
while performing his official duties or a specific
task of the employer (Patentnyy zakon Respubliki
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Kazakhstan). In accordance with Article 10 of the
Patent Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
employer may also be the patent holder, i.e. in the
case of an employee creating an official industrial
property object and patenting this object, the rights
to security documents for official industrial prop-
erty objects belong to the employer, unless other-
wise provided in the contract between him and the
employee.

In accordance with Article 14 of the ZoAP of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, the author’s personal
non-property right to a work created in the course of
performing official duties or an employer’s official
task (an official work) belongs to the author of the
official work. The property (exclusive) rights to an
official work belong to the employer, unless other-
wise provided in the contract between him and the
author. The employer has the right to indicate his
name or require such indication in any use of an of-
ficial work (Zakon Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 10 iyu-
nya 1996 goda Ne 6-1 «Ob avtorskom prave i smezh-
nykh pravakh»). But there are exceptions when the
exclusive (property) rights to official works belong
to the employee-author, this is indicated in particu-
lar by paragraph 5 of Article 14 of the ZoAP RK.

As a rule, personal non-property rights to offi-
cial works belong to the author-employee, but there
are exceptions here, for example, the right to publish
and the right to recall an official work belong to the
employer in accordance with paragraphs 4, para-
graph 1, Article 15 of the ZoAP RK and paragraph
2, Article 15 of the ZoAP RK.

Clause 4 of Article 13 of the ZRK “On the
Protection of Selection Achievements” states that
a patent is issued to an employer if a selection
achievement is created, identified or withdrawn by
an employee while performing an official task or of-
ficial duties. According to paragraph 1 of Article 9
of the ZRK “On the Legal protection of Integrated
Circuit Topologies”, the exclusive right to a topol-
ogy created in the course of performing official du-
ties or a specific task of the employer belongs to the
employer, unless otherwise provided by the contract
between him and the author.

In law enforcement practice, the cornerstone is-
sue between an employee and an employer is the
remuneration of an employee for creating an official
result of intellectual creative activity, or rather its
size and payment terms. In accordance with para-
graph 9 of Article 10 of the Patent Law of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan. The amount, conditions and
procedure for payment of remuneration to the author
for an official invention, utility model, industrial de-

sign are determined by an agreement between him
and the employer. If it is impossible to measure
the contribution of the author and the employer to
the creation of service inventions, utility models or
industrial designs, the amount, conditions and pro-
cedure for payment of remuneration to the author
are determined by legislative acts of the Republic
of Kazakhstan. A similar norm is also present in the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Breeding
Achievements”, according to paragraph 4 of Article
12 of the ZRK “On Breeding Achievements”, the
author has the right to receive remuneration from
the patent holder for the use of a breeding achieve-
ment created, identified or derived by him during the
patent validity period. The amount and conditions of
remuneration payment are determined by the agree-
ment concluded between the patent holder and the
author. In the absence of an agreement, the amount
and procedure for payment of remuneration to the
author are determined by legislative acts of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan. At the same time, the amount
of remuneration to the author should not be less than
five percent of the annual income received by the
patent holder for the use of a selection achievement,
including proceeds from the sale of a license. Remu-
neration is paid to the author within six months after
the expiration of each year in which the selection
achievement was used, unless otherwise provided
by the author’s contract with the patent holder. If a
selection achievement is created, identified or bred
by several authors, remuneration is paid to the au-
thors in equal shares, unless otherwise established
by agreement between them. In accordance with
paragraph 2 of Article 9 of the ZRK “On TIMS”,
the amount, conditions and procedure for paying
remuneration to the author for the topology are de-
termined by an agreement between the author and
the employer. If it is impossible to measure the
contribution of the author and the employer to the
creation of the topology, the amount, conditions and
procedure for paying remuneration to the author are
determined by the legislative acts of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

All the above-mentioned norms of laws in the
field of intellectual property are blank, i.e. they refer
to other legislative acts regulating the amount of re-
muneration and the timing of its payment to authors-
employees of the results of intellectual creative ac-
tivity. In particular, Article 13 of the Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan “On Commercialization of
the results of scientific and (or) Scientific and Tech-
nical activities” dated October 31, 2015 No. 381-V
of the SAM, provides for various grounds and, ac-
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cordingly, the amount and timing of remuneration to
authors-employees:

- the authors of the results of scientific and (or)
scientific and technical activities, the exclusive
rights to which belong to the employer, remunera-
tion is paid by the employer within a month from
the date of receipt of the corresponding patent or
certificate of state registration of rights to the object
of copyright (security document). Remuneration for
the creation of the results of scientific and (or) scien-
tific and technical activities is paid by the employer
in the amount of at least one average monthly salary,
unless otherwise stipulated by the contract between
them;

- in the case of the introduction (use) in their
own production of the results of scientific and (or)
scientific and technical activities, the exclusive
rights to which belong to the employer, the author
of the result of scientific and (or) scientific and tech-
nical activities is paid remuneration in the amount
of at least one hundred monthly calculation indices
annually during the entire term of the patent or cer-
tificate of state registration registration of rights to
the object of copyright (security document).

- in case of conclusion of a license agreement
or an exclusive right assignment agreement, the re-
muneration to the author is at least thirty percent
of the amount of the license agreement (including
royalties) without limiting the maximum amount
of remuneration. Remuneration is paid on the basis
of the author’s contract with the employer. Remu-
neration for the introduction (use) of the results of
scientific and (or) scientific and technical activities
is paid to the author no later than three months after
the expiration of each financial year in which such
a result was used, and no later than three months
after the receipt of payments under the license
agreement throughout the entire term of the license
agreement;

- if the results of scientific and (or) scientific
and technical activities are created by the joint cre-
ative work of several authors, the exclusive rights to
which belong to the employer, then each of them is
paid remuneration in the amount of at least one aver-
age monthly salary;

- payment of remuneration and penalties for late
payment of remuneration remains in the event of
termination of the employment relationship between
the employer and the employee who is the author of
the result of scientific and (or) scientific and techni-
cal activities.

- if the author(s) of the results of scientific and
(or) scientific and technical activities, the exclu-
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sive rights to which belong to him (them), acts as
the founder of a startup company, including jointly
with other individuals and (or) legal entities, then
the share of his (their) participation in the statutory
the capital of a startup company should be at least
fifteen percent.

Let’s consider an example from judicial prac-
tice. On October 7, 2021, the case of the court of
the city of U. considered a civil case on the claim
of gr. K. to the defendant LLP “K” The plaintiff’s
claims consisted in the recovery of monetary remu-
neration. There was an employment relationship be-
tween the plaintiff and the defendant. In accordance
with the internal regulatory document “Innovations.
Rationalization proposals” the defendant paid the
plaintiff in October 2019 830,166 tenge for the ra-
tionalization proposal. The plaintiff believes that the
defendant underestimated the size of the economic
effect and asks to recover from the defendant an-
other 44,817,959 tenge, a state fee in the amount of
448,179 tenge and payment for the services of a rep-
resentative in the amount of 500,000 tenge. At the
hearing, the plaintiff K. insisted on the claims, asked
to satisfy them. At the hearing, the representatives
of the defendant LLP “K” did not agree with the
claim, they explained in the review that the defen-
dant had calculated the economic effect of the plain-
tiff’s rationalization proposal, in accordance with
the provision, the plaintiff was paid remuneration
in the amount of 10% of the realized rationalization
proposal, they ask to refuse the claim.

Based on the case materials, on July 17, 2017,
the plaintiff submitted a rationalization proposal
for the device of cut-off pockets made of refrac-
tory material to minimize the ingress of melt into
the working area of the installation of rolling back
slag buckets and solid covering of the upper parts of
the carts with sheet metal, followed by lining with
refractory, having an angle of inclination that allows
replacement, installation of buckets and drain of
spilled slag. According to the dictionary “Vocation-
al Education”, an innovation proposal is a techni-
cal solution that is new and useful for the enterprise,
organization and institution to which it is submitted,
and provides for a change in the design of the prod-
uct, production technology and equipment used, or a
change in the composition of the material. according
to the Accounting Dictionary, remuneration for a ra-
tionalization proposal is a special type of income,
the receipt of which is not a payment for labor. The
current Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan
does not regulate legal relations related to innova-
tion proposals. The innovation proposal, as an el-
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ement of scientific and technical creativity, is not
included in the circle of protected intellectual prop-
erty objects. Therefore, the heads of enterprises and
organizations currently have the right to encourage
their employees for innovation proposals (hereinaf-
ter — RP). In order to involve the maximum number
of employees of LLP “K” in the process of continu-
ous improvement of production, labor protection,
improvement of working conditions, social sphere,
environmental situation and other activities of the
Company, the employer of LLP “K” has developed
and approved the Regulation “Innovations. Innova-
tion proposals. P (50-19)-3” (hereinafter referred to
as the Position). Thus, the provisions of the Regula-
tion, which is an act of the employer, are mandatory
both for the defendant and for employees who are
participants in rationalization activities. According
to paragraph 4.4.1 of the Regulation, remuneration
for innovation proposals is paid according to the
scheme (Table No. 3): RP with a qualitative eco-
nomic effect. Innovations of 2 categories. The re-
alized RP is 10% of the economic effect. Accord-
ing to paragraph 4.2.3 of the Regulation, the expert
commission of the subdivision weekly summarizes
the submitted and accepted RP, with the preparation
of a protocol and the preparation of a statement for
the approved payments. On September 25, 2019, the
plaintiff’s proposal was considered at a meeting of
the UMK expert commission, based on the results
of the review, Protocol No. 3 was issued, which
decided to pay remuneration for submitting and ac-
cepting an offer in the amount of 5,000 tenge and
10,000 tenge, as well as the payment of a bonus in
the amount of 815,166 tenge. In total, the plaintiff
was paid an amount of 830,166 tenge, which was
not disputed by the plaintiff’s side. For the con-
ciliation commission, the defendant calculated the
economic effect of reducing the number of repairs
after the defendant introduced the plaintiff’s ratio-
nalization proposal, which amounted to 8,303,620
tenge. That is, 10% of the above amount amount-
ed to 830,362 tenge. The difference in the amount
of 15,196 tenge was paid by the defendant to the
plaintiff. By analogy with Article 997 of the Civil
Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the amount,
conditions and procedure for paying remuneration
to the author for an official invention, utility model,
industrial design are determined by an agreement
between him and the employer. If it is impossible
to measure the contribution of the author and the
employer to the creation of a service invention, util-
ity model or industrial design, the amount, condi-
tions and procedure for payment of remuneration

to the author are determined by legislative acts of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. Due to the fact that the
plaintiff received these amounts, the court consid-
ers that an agreement has been reached between
him and the employer. According to Article § of the
Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, citizens
and legal entities must act in good faith, reasonably
and fairly when exercising their rights, observing
the requirements contained in the legislation, the
moral principles of society, and entrepreneurs also
the rules of business ethics. Based on the above, the
court decided that the claims for the recovery of re-
muneration are not subject to satisfaction. Guided
by articles 223-226 of the CPC, the court decided
to refuse to satisfy the claim of gr. K. to LLP “K”
for the recovery of monetary remuneration. On De-
cember 8, 2021, the judicial board for civil cases of
the Moscow Regional Court left the decision of the
City Court of the Moscow region of October 7, 2021
unchanged, the plaintiff’s appeal was not satisfied
(Delo Ne 6310-21-00-2/4611, delo Ne 6399-21-00-
2a/2299).

It follows from this that relations concerning of-
ficial works and official inventions act as the subject
of relations between an employer and an employee,
however, it should be remembered that the norms
of civil legislation apply to relations not regulated
by labor legislation, which means that intellectual
property legislation applies to relations concerning
these objects.

Intellectual property law also interacts with fam-
ily law. In particular, in accordance with paragraph
2 of Article 33 of the Code of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan “On Marriage (Matrimony) and Family”,
the property acquired by the spouses during mar-
riage (matrimony) includes the amounts of income
of each spouse from work, entrepreneurial activ-
ity and the results of intellectual activity. In accor-
dance with art. 39 of the Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan “On Marriage (Matrimony) and family”
it is possible to establish in the marriage contract
the conditions establishing the regime of property
rights, including exclusive rights to objects of intel-
lectual property rights. In accordance with Article
66 of this Code, a child has property rights, for ex-
ample, exclusive rights to intellectual property ob-
jects created by him. The only question is that until
the child reaches the age of majority, the exclusive
right belonging to him is exercised by his legal rep-
resentative.

Intellectual property law and business law inter-
act in terms of regulation of monopolistic activities,
unfair competition, and state support for innovation.
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The exclusive right is an absolute subjective
property right, consisting in the monopolistic use on
a legal basis of an intellectual property object by its
owner, and subject to protection. Consequently, the
exclusivity of such a right lies precisely in this mo-
nopolistic use of the result of intellectual activity.
At the same time, the use of an intellectual property
object is possible only with the consent of the copy-
right holder, otherwise it is considered a violation
of his exclusive rights, and he has the right to apply
certain methods of protection and apply to a court
or an authorized body for the protection of his right.

The exclusive right to the results of intellectual
activity is absolute, which means that the copyright
holder has a monopoly on the exercise and realiza-
tion of these rights.

According to S.A. Paraschuk, some exclusive
rights are temporary monopolies, i.e. they operate
within the time limits stipulated by law, after which
objects can be freely and gratuitously used by any
persons (for example, a patent, etc.) (Parashchuk
S.A. 2002:84). And we agree with this point of
view that the exclusive right to intellectual property
objects is a monopoly of the rightholder, valid for
a certain period and permitted by law, in particu-
lar, in paragraph 2, paragraph 2 of Article 169 of
Chapter 15 (Monopolistic activity) of the Entrepre-
neurial Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan (here-
inafter referred to as the PC RK), it is provided that
prohibited vertical agreements there are no agree-
ments between market entities on the organization
by the buyer of the sale of goods under a trademark
or other means of individualization of the seller or
manufacturer. In accordance with paragraph 3 of
paragraph Article 169 of the PC RK establishes that
prohibitions on anti-competitive agreements do not
apply to agreements between market entities be-
longing to the same group of persons if one of such
market entities has established control over another
market entity, as well as if such market entities are
under the control of one person, i.e. under control
is understood the possibility of physical or a legal
entity directly or indirectly (through a legal entity or
through several legal entities) determine decisions
made by another legal entity by one or more of the
following actions:

- obtaining the right to determine the conditions
for conducting business activities of market entities
or to give these market entities binding instructions
in accordance with a public-private partnership
agreement, a comprehensive business license (fran-
chising), a license agreement or other agreement
between the rightholder (a person authorized by the
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rightholder) and market entities on the organization
of the sale of goods under a trademark or other a
means of individualization of the copyright holder.

Paragraph 7 of Article 169 of the PC RK pro-
vides that the requirements for the prohibition of
horizontal, vertical and other agreements do not ap-
ply to agreements on the exercise of exclusive rights
to the results of intellectual activity and equated
means of individualization of a legal entity, means
of individualization of goods, provided that such
agreements have not led or cannot lead to the restric-
tion or elimination of competition.

At the same time, the copyright holder in the
field of intellectual property does not have the right
to abuse his monopoly position in a particular sector
of the market, for example, Article 176-1 of the PC
of the Republic of Kazakhstan speaks about ensur-
ing equal access to key power, and in particular, ac-
cording to paragraph 3 of Article 176-1, a computer
program, which is one of the objects of copyright,
can also be attributed to key power. rights, i.e. if
the key power is a software product, access to it is
carried out in accordance with the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of intellectual
property. Thus, in order to gain access to a computer
program, for example, it is necessary to conclude a
license or other agreement establishing the lawful
use of an intellectual property object.

The basic principle of civil law regulation
of public relations is freedom of contract, which
manifests itself in the free choice of counterparties,
contract terms, free enterprise and other things. Of
course, entrepreneurship remains the main sphere
of turnover of intellectual property objects. At the
same time, this freedom is not absolute, because in
accordance with Article 11 of the Civil Code of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, which states that monop-
olistic and any other activity aimed at limiting or
eliminating legitimate competition, obtaining unrea-
sonable advantages, infringement of the rights and
legitimate interests of consumers is not allowed.

Paragraph 2 of Article 11 of the Civil Code of
the Republic of Kazakhstan provides that it is not
allowed, except in cases provided for by legislative
acts, the use of civil rights by entrepreneurs in order
to restrict competition, including:

1) abuse by entrepreneurs of their dominant
position in the market, in particular, by restricting
or stopping production or withdrawing goods from
circulation in order to create a shortage or increase
prices;

2) conclusion and execution by persons en-
gaged in similar business activities of agreements
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on prices, division of markets, elimination of other
entrepreneurs and other conditions that significantly
restrict competition;

3) the commission of unfair actions aimed at in-
fringing the legitimate interests of a person conduct-
ing a similar business activity and consumers (unfair
competition), in particular, by misleading consum-
ers about the manufacturer, destination, method and
place of manufacture, quality and other properties
of the goods of another entrepreneur, by incorrect
comparison of goods in advertising and other in-
formation, copying the external design of someone
else’s goods and in other ways. Measures to combat
unfair competition are established by legislative acts
(Grazhdanskiy kodeks Respubliki Kazakhstan (Ob-
shchaya chast’), prinyatyy Verkhovnym Sovetom
Respubliki Kazakhstan 27 dekabrya 1994 goda).

Article 177 of the CPC of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan gives a similar concept of unfair competi-
tion, which can be carried out in the form of illegal
use of means of individualization of goods, works,
services, as well as objects of copyright.

As for the right to protection from unfair com-
petition, it is a subjective civil right. And as V.I.
Eremenko notes, it is not part of legal monopolies
(Yeremenko V.I. 2014:17).

According to art. 178 PC RK illegal use of
means of individualization of goods, works, servic-
es, as well as copyright objects means the illegal use
of someone else’s trademark, service mark, brand
name, designation of origin of goods or similar des-
ignations for similar goods or the use without the
permission of the copyright holder or an authorized
person of the names of literary, artistic works, peri-
odicals publications, or their use on the packaging
in a form that may mislead the consumer about the
nature of, the method and place of production, con-
sumer properties, quality and quantity of the product
or in relation to its manufacturers.

Consider the judicial practice. On October 09,
2020, SMES G. A. considered a civil case on the
claim of IP “SHAH” represented by gr. Zh. to the
defendants IP Yu., IP T. The plaintiff’s claims were
to prohibit the use of the “Shah” trademark and to
compel the dismantling of the sign and the prohi-
bition of using advertising under the “Shah” trade-
mark. According to an extract from the State Reg-
ister of Trademarks of the Republic of Kazakhstan
with registration number No. 55534 dated March 31,
2017, IP “SHAH” represented by Zh. is the owner
of the trademark “Shah” in the image given in the
extract, the colors are white, black, under which the
following list of goods and services according to the

classifier is allowed: 43 classes — food and beverage
services; temporary accommodation; cafes; restau-
rants; cooking and home delivery services.

Gr. Yu. registered as IP “Yu” OKED of its ac-
tivities 68202 — lease (sublease) and operation of
leased real estate and 45200 — maintenance and re-
pair of motor vehicles. Gr. T. registered as I[P “T”
since December 10, 2012,0KED of its activities
56290 — other types of catering”.Also, gr. T. accord-
ing to an extract from the State Register of Trade-
marks of the Republic of Kazakhstan with registra-
tion number No. 68841 dated June 01, 2020, he is
the owner of the trademark “SHAH SHAH” in the
image given in the extract, under which the follow-
ing list of goods and services according to the classi-
fier is allowed: class 37 — car wash; restoration of en-
gines fully or partially worn out; restoration of cars
fully or partially worn out; tire tread restoration; tire
vulcanization (repair); car washing; vehicle wash-
ing; anti—corrosion treatment of vehicles; mainte-
nance of technical vehicles; polishing of vehicles;
assistance in case of breakdown, damage to vehicles
(repair); repair and maintenance of cars; cleaning of
vehicles; 41 classes — discos; children’s entertain-
ment club; internet cafe; hookah; hookah at home,
computer clubs; organization and holding lotteries;
services without rest (entertainment); casino servic-
es (games); karaoke services; karaoke bar; karaoke
clubs; billiards services; entertainment center ser-
vices; 44 classes — waxing/waxing; health centers;
hair implantation; medical consultations for people
with disabilities; consultations on pharmaceuticals;
treatment with homeopathic essences/aromatherapy
services; manicure; manual therapy (chiropractic);
massage; hairdressers; piercing; beauty salons;
sanatoriums; health tips; flower arrangements; tat-
tooing; make-up artist services; rest homes services;
alternative medicine services; opticians services;
solarium services; SPA salons; hardware wellness
massages; children’s massage; sports massage; cos-
metology services.

The plaintiff appealed to the court with the
above claim, arguing that at the end of 2019 she be-
came aware that in the city of A. at the address: ul.
N., 26/2, there is a two-storey cafe “SHAH” with
the number of seats for about 100 people and with
a menu offer, for orders for which a fiscal receipt
is provided on behalf of IP Yu., through inquiries
to the relevant authorized registration authorities,
she found out that IP Yu., without having permits
for the use of the trademark “Shah” in the field of
cafes, restaurants and cooking services, and also,
without having a corresponding OKED according
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to the classifier, provides public catering services to
the specified address, and IE T., having the corre-
sponding OKED according to the classifier, but not
having registration with the tax authority under the
name of an individual entrepreneur “Shah”, illegally
uses the trademark “Shah”, similar in letter designa-
tions to its trademark “Shah”, in addition, IE T. on
the website “restoran.kz ““ in the category of cafe-
restaurant services, it positions itself as the Shah
restaurant, offering services of European, Oriental
and Kazakh cuisine to the population, thereby, the
defendants violate its rights of the owner of the Shah
trademark, since they use it without her permission,
for repeated oral and written attempts to settle the
dispute out of court in order, the defendants do not
react in any way.

In this regard, the court requests: 1) prohibit IP
Yusupov and [P T. from using the trademark “Shah”;
2) oblige IP Yu. and IP T. to dismantle the sign with
the letter designation “Shah” from the facade of the
building located at the address: city A., N. Street,
26/2, and prohibit the use of advertising under the
trademark “Shah” on the Internet- resources.

In her response to the claim, the defendant IP
T., completely disagreeing with the claims brought
against her, indicated that the trademark “Shah” was
registered for her in accordance with the procedure
established by law, legal protection was provided for
it on the basis of a certificate, therefore, no violations
of the rights and legitimate interests of the plaintiff
were committed on her part since the trademark be-
longing to her was not used, besides, the plaintiff did
not provide evidence of illegal use of her trademark,
whereas she was not held liable for such a viola-
tion, it is visually obvious that the trademark “Shah”
used by the plaintiff and her is completely different
in terms of volume and pictorial designation, and
the plaintiff’s claims themselves are not subject to
consideration in civil proceedings. By request No. 1.
In accordance with paragraphs 1, 3 of Article 1024,
paragraphs 1, 2 of Article 1025 of the Civil Code of
the Republic of Kazakhstan (hereinafter — the Civil
Code), legal protection of a trademark is granted
on the basis of its registration, or without registra-
tion on the basis of international treaties to which
the Republic of Kazakhstan is a party. The right to
a trademark is certified by a certificate. The owner
of the trademark right has the exclusive right to use
and dispose of the mark belonging to him. The use
of a trademark is considered to be any of its intro-
duction into circulation: manufacture, application,
import, storage, offer for sale, sale of a trademark
or a product designated by this sign, use in signage,
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advertising, printed products or other business docu-
mentation. According to the requirements of para-
graph 1 of Article 1030 of the Civil Code, the right
to use a trademark may be granted by the owner of
the trademark right to another person in respect of
registered goods and services or part thereof under
a license agreement (Article 966 of this Code). Ac-
cording to the requirements of paragraphs 1, 2 of
Article 1032 of the Civil Code, the person who vi-
olated the right of the trademark owner is obliged
to immediately stop the violation and compensate
the trademark owner for the losses incurred by him.
Disputes related to the determination of the legality
of the use of a trademark or designation confusingly
similar to it, or a well-known trademark, are consid-
ered by the court in accordance with the procedure
established by the civil procedural legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan. During the consideration
of the case by the court, it was established that at
the address: A., N. Street, 26/2, there is a two-storey
building with the sign “Shah”, in which a teahouse,
billiard room, hookah, as well as karaoke and a car
wash function under this name, as can be seen from
the photos available in the case materials and con-
firmed by the explanations of IP T. in court, which
explained that a teahouse, billiard room, hookah be-
long to her, and karaoke and car wash — IP Yu. From
the photographs available in the case file, it can be
seen that the image of the “Shah” sign on the speci-
fied building, as well as in the room and menu of the
teahouse, as well as above the car wash, is not made
in accordance with the image of the “SHAH SHAH”
trademark belonging to IP T., indicated in an extract
from the State Register of Trademarks of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan with the registration number No.
68841 dated June 01, 2020, and in an image simi-
lar to the trademark “Shah”, owned by the plaintiff
according to an extract from the State Register of
Trademarks of the Republic of Kazakhstan with reg-
istration number No. 55534 dated March 31, 2017,
i.e. only in one Russian language using a smooth
calligraphic font identical to the plaintiff’s trade-
mark “Shah”. A similar discrepancy takes place on
the website “restoran.kz *, on which, in the category
of cafe-restaurant services, the named teahouse at
the above address positions itself as the Shah res-
taurant, offering services of European, Oriental and
Kazakh cuisine to the population. As can be seen
from the above, the plaintiff also has the right to pro-
vide catering services under the trademark “Shah”
belonging to her, which she actually does in the city
of A. Thus, IP T. on the sign of the teahouse, and IP
Yu. on the signboard of the car wash at the address:
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G. A, N. str., 26/2, the trademark “Shah”, which
does not belong to them, is used, the image of which
is similar to the trademark “Shah” belonging to the
plaintiff to the extent of confusion, which may mis-
lead the consumer, since the plaintiff also provides
services under the trademark “Shah” belonging to
her food in the city of A.

Meanwhile, due to the requirements of Article
178 of the Entrepreneurial Code of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the illegal use of means of indi-
vidualization of goods, works, services, as well as
objects of copyright is the illegal use of someone
else’s trademark, service mark, brand name, appel-
lation of origin or similar designations for similar
goods. In this regard, the defendant’s side of IP
Tatyhodzhayeva argued in court that she had the
right to use the trademark “SHAH SHAH” belong-
ing to her in any calligraphic execution and in any
combination, including using the name in only one
transcription — in Russian or English. However,
due to the requirements of paragraph 1 of Article
19 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On
Trademarks”, it is prohibited to use the trademark in
a modified form, including in another font, another
color, another form, or use in such a way that may
damage the ability of the trademark to distinguish
goods (services) of some physical and legal entities
from similar goods (services) of other individuals or
legal entities.

In addition, as follows from the above indisput-
able circumstances in the case, T. is given the right
to provide catering services, which she actually uses
in the tea house “Shah” at the above address, as an
individual entrepreneur “Tatyhodzhayeva”, and not
under the trademark “Shah”, which does not belong
to her. It should be noted that under the trademark
“SHAH SHAH” belonging to her, she also has no
right to provide nutrition services, since this type of
service is not included in the list of goods and ser-
vices allowed to her under this trademark.

The non-involvement of any of the defendants
to the statutory liability for the use of the plaintiff’s
trademark “Shah” and the registration by the autho-
rized body of the trademark “SHAH SHAH” for T.
does not mean the legality of the defendants’ actions
to use the name “Shah” for a teahouse and car wash,
therefore, the lack of proof of the plaintiff’s position,
as the party claimed the defendant IP T. in court.

Firstly, the plaintiff raises in court the question
not about the use by the defendants of the trademark
“Shah” belonging to him, but similar to him in the
image to the extent of confusion, misleading the
consumer, secondly, the plaintiff does not dispute

the registration by the authorized body for the trade-
mark “SHAH SHAH”, but points to his use in an
inappropriate image provided for in an extract from
the State Register of Trademarks of the Republic
of Kazakhstan with registration number No. 68841
dated June 01, 2020. In such circumstances, taking
into account the above provisions of the law, the
court concludes that the plaintiff’s claim to prohibit
the defendants from using the “Shah” trademark
that does not correspond to the image of the “SHAH
SHAH” trademark belonging to T. according to an
extract from the State Register of Trademarks of the
Republic of Kazakhstan with registration number
No. 68841 dated June 01, 2020.

Upon request No. 2. According to the require-
ments of paragraph 5 of Article 1032 of the Civil
Code, a person who violated the right of the trade-
mark owner when performing works or rendering
services is obliged to remove the trademark or des-
ignation confusingly similar to it from the materi-
als that accompany the performance of works or
the provision of services, including documentation,
advertising, signage. The fact of violation by the
defendants of the plaintiff’s rights as the owner of
the “Shah” trademark in the image indicated in the
extract from the State Register of Trademarks of the
Republic of Kazakhstan with registration number
No. 55534 dated March 31, 2017, is proved by the
above circumstances. In this case, on the basis of the
above requirement of the law, the court considers it
necessary to satisfy the plaintiff’s claim to compel
the defendants to dismantle from the facade of the
building located at the address: city A., ul. N., 26/2,
a sign with the letter value “Shah” and the prohibi-
tion of defendants on Internet resources to use ad-
vertising under the trademark “Shah” that does not
correspond to the image of the trademark “SHAH
SHAH” belonging to T. according to an extract from
the State Register of Trademarks of the Republic of
Kazakhstan with registration number No. 68841
dated June 01, 2020. The court decided:

The claims of the individual entrepreneur
“SHAH” in the person of gr. Zh. to the defendants
IP Yu. and IP T. on the prohibition of the use of the
“Shah” trademark, the compulsion to dismantle the
signage and the prohibition to use advertising under
the “Shah” trademark to satisfy in full.

Prohibit IP Yu. and IP T. from using the trade-
mark “Shah” that does not correspond to the image
of the trademark “SHAH SHAH” belonging to T.
according to an extract from the State Register of
Trademarks of the Republic of Kazakhstan with reg-
istration number No. 68841 dated June 01, 2020.
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Oblige IP Yu. and IP T. to dismantle the sign-
board with the letter value “Shah” from the facade
of the building located at the address: city A., N.
str., 26/2, which does not correspond to the im-
age of the trademark “SHAH SHAH” belonging
to T. according to an extract from the State Regis-
ter of Trademarks of the Republic of Kazakhstan
with registration number No. 68841 dated June 01
2020.

Prohibit IP Yu. and IP T. from using advertising
on Internet resources under the “Shah” trademark
that does not correspond to the image of the “SHAH
SHAH” trademark owned by T. according to an ex-
tract from the State Register of Trademarks of the
Republic of Kazakhstan with registration number
No. 68841 dated June 01, 2020.

On January 27, 2021, the judicial board for civil
cases of the court of G. A. left the decision of the
SMES G. A. of October 20, 2020 on this civil case
unchanged, and the appeal of the defendant IP T.
— without satisfaction (Delo Ne 7527-20-00-2/5410
resheniye, delo Ne 2a-11433 resheniye).

Another point of contact and interaction of intel-
lectual property law with business law is relations
in the field of innovation, which is regulated by the
norms of Chapter 23-1 of the PC of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, which was supplemented in accordance
with the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated
27.12.21 No. 87-VIL.

According to paragraph 1 of Article 241-1 of the
PC RK, innovation activity is understood as activity
(including intellectual, creative, scientific, scientif-
ic-technical, technological, industrial-innovative,
infocommunication, organizational, financial and
(or) commercial activities) aimed at creating inno-
vations (Kodeks Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 29 okty-
abrya 2015 goda Ne 375-V «Predprinimatel’skiy
kodeks Respubliki Kazakhstany).

It is difficult to overestimate the importance
of creating and implementing innovations in all
spheres of public life. Since relatively recently, this
aspect has been the subject of attention of both the
Government and society. The CPC of the Republic
of Kazakhstan regulates that innovation activity pre-
supposes the presence of high entrepreneurial risk,
characterized by uncertainty of market prospects for
innovation and possible losses of invested financial
and other resources.

Of course, the content that is invested in the
institutions of innovation activity clearly gives an
understanding that innovation activity in whatever
forms it manifests itself is the results of creative
intellectual work, which in fact should be commer-
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cialized, since they are introduced as a product or
process and offered to the consumer.

According to paragraph 3 of Article 241-1 of
the PC RK, innovation is a new or improved re-
sult of innovation activity in the form of a product
(product, work or service) that has become avail-
able to potential users, or a process put into opera-
tion that provides competitiveness and compara-
tive advantage in contrast to previous products or
processes.

The subjects of innovation activity are individu-
als, legal entities, simple partnerships implementing
innovative projects.

The subjects of the innovation system that pro-
vide state support for innovation activities, which
include the National Institute for Development in
the field of innovative development and other legal
entities, fifty or more percent of the voting shares
(participation shares in the authorized capital) of
which directly or indirectly belong to the state, au-
thorized to implement measures of state support for
innovation activities (p. 1 art. 241-3 PC RK). Their
powers are provided for in paragraph 2 of Article
241-3 of the PC RK.

The object of innovation activity is all kinds of
innovations that can be embodied in goods, works,
services, processes and technologies so that they can
be considered new or improved (Kodeks Respubliki
Kazakhstan ot 29 oktyabrya 2015 goda Ne 375-V
«Predprinimatel’skiy kodeks Respubliki Kazakh-
stany).

Thus, the task of the PC RK is to ensure the legal
regulation of innovative activities in business, but
at the same time, if such innovations are by their
nature objects of intellectual property, then proper
legal registration of the rights of copyright holders
is required in accordance with the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 241-2 of the CPC of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan provides for the purpose, objectives and
foundations of state support for innovation (Kodeks
Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 29 oktyabrya 2015 goda
Ne 375-V «Predprinimatel’skiy kodeks Respubliki
Kazakhstany).

The analysis of the powers of the subjects of
the innovation system involved in state support of
innovation activity allows us to conclude how im-
portant the development of this direction is to the
state. It is particularly noteworthy that these entities
take part in the information and propaganda support
of innovations, including through the organization
of competitions among innovators, innovators and
inventors.
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Item 1 of art. 241-4 of the PC of the RK provides
that the state technological policy is a system of
economic, organizational and legal measures imple-
mented by the state and (or) subjects of innovative
activity aimed at determining technological priori-
ties, developing infrastructure and competencies for
their implementation, including the creation of tech-
nological platforms, industry centers of technologi-
cal competencies, the implementation of targeted
technological programs, in order to increasing the
level of technological development of the national
economy, its sectors and private business entities
(Kodeks Respubliki Kazakhstan ot 29 oktyabrya
2015 goda Ne 375-V «Predprinimatel’skiy kodeks
Respubliki Kazakhstany).

In order to form and implement the state tech-
nological policy, the Technological Policy Council
functions, which is an advisory body headed by the
Prime Minister of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

This Council was formed by the Decree of the
Prime Minister of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated
April 20, 2022 No. 83-r “On the formation of the
Council for Technological Policy under the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Kazakhstan”, the working
body of which is the Ministry of Digital Develop-
ment, Innovation and Aerospace Industry of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan. The main task of the Tech-
nology Policy Council is to determine the priorities
of technological development and the main direc-
tions of state technology policy, but, in our opinion,
the sphere of technology development is purely the
sphere of private initiatives, and in this aspect the
Council should be more concerned with support, in
particular, the provision of financing, rather than de-
termining development vectors.

Thus, it is obvious that the interaction of intel-
lectual property law is not limited exclusively to the
sphere of private interests, but is also important in
achieving public goals.

As for the method of legal regulation, the po-
sition of L.V. Shcherbacheva is relevant here, ac-
cording to which, in intellectual law, the principle of
dispositivity is also manifested in imperative norms
due to permissive regulation inherent in civil law,

and the studied sub-sector, due to the fact that intel-
lectual relations, due to their close connection with
the individual, affect the deep foundations human
thinking and creativity and interference in them by
the state should be strictly limited (Shcherbacheva
2014: 23).

Conclusion

Having conducted this analysis, I would like to
emphasize the uniqueness of intellectual property
law, since its task is to give a legal form to realized
thoughts and ideas, and it is impossible to limit the
limits of human capabilities. And as long as there
is a mind capable of creating something new and
intellectual, this sub-sector will always develop pro-
gressively, expanding the scope and capabilities of
the mind. Thus, intellectual property law is able not
only to ensure private interests, but also to actively
provide legal support to state and public initiatives,
thereby being in close cooperation with the branches
of both private and public law.

At the same time, the private-law nature of in-
tellectual activity law is unambiguous and is not in
doubt, therefore, intellectual property law as a set
of property (exclusive) and personal non-property
rights interacts with all sub-sectors and institutions
of private law.

The close intertwining of this sub-sector with
the branches of private law is also explained by the
fact that in those areas where the thought process
is constantly carried out, it is impossible to ensure
stability and certainty in public relations without the
norms of intellectual activity law.

We are witnessing a technological revolu-
tion, the introduction of innovations in almost all
spheres of public life. And as we have repeatedly
emphasized in our research, today only intellectual
property law is able to justify new institutions that
cannot explain other sub-branches and institutions
of private law, especially in the conditions of ac-
tive development and the increasing role of scien-
tific and technical results, digital architecture and
industrialization.

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Land plot as an object of use and problems of its safety

Land security is a crucial component of national security, as it addresses both ecosystem sustain-
ability and food security. This article examines the key issues facing the Republic of Kazakhstan in the
area of land resource protection, analyzes current challenges, and offers recommendations for improving
the effectiveness of land security.

The legal literature provides little insight into the subject of land use, or, in other words, the object of
economic activity. In Kazakhstan, land, as property, and the associated rights defined by land legislation
are subject to land use. Land use legislation is not only land law but also the result of the interaction of
various branches of law, thus having an interdisciplinary nature.

This article examines land as a use object and highlights key issues related to its security. It covers
legal norms governing land use and protection, environmental factors affecting land security, and social
issues associated with unauthorized access and illegal construction. The risks of soil degradation, land
seizure, and property disputes are analyzed. The need for effective legal and administrative measures to
ensure sustainable use and protection of land is emphasized. Recommendations include strengthening
oversight, raising public awareness, and more stringent enforcement of land legislation. The article aims
to support the development of land policy and prevent risks associated with improper land use.

Issues of legal monitoring of anti-corruption legislation

Corruption is a problem on the way of development of the state and society. The task of the state
is to reduce the negative impact of corruption on the development of the state and society. This article
examines a number of issues related to combating corruption in Kazakhstan and foreign countries. The
authors analyze the criminal and other legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and foreign countries
in the field of combating corruption. Each state chooses its own way of combating corruption, much de-
pends on the level of development of criminal and administrative legislation, the degree of involvement
of society in the fight against corruption, the level of legal awareness of society and civil servants them-
selves. The legislation of foreign countries that successfully counteract corruption, international legal
acts in the field of combating corruption are of great interest in terms of adopting successful experience,
rethinking the domestic approach in formulating the conceptual apparatus, legal norms and approaches
to combating corruption in criminal law and other legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

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WTO INFLUENCE ON REGULATING GREAT ECONOMIES:
A CASE STUDY OF THE US-CHINA TRADE WAR

The research provides an analysis of the US-China trade war that occurred between 2018 and 2019,
culminating in a deal reached in January 2020. This research outlines the detailed tariff impositions by
the US and the reciprocal actions taken by China. For conducting this study, the methodology involved
library research and analytical review methods to collect and analyze information within a broader con-
ceptual framework. This research examines the influence of the WTO in the US-China trade dispute.
Findings include the US decision to unilaterally increase tariffs on aluminum and steel in China due to
perceived weaknesses in China’s intellectual property rights enforcement and its significant influence
over state-owned companies, resulting in unfair trade practices. Furthermore, this shift in trade created
opportunities for other states to compensate for the loss of trade volume between the US and China.
The WTO, in this case, provided the platform for both states to file complaints and recommended ne-
gotiations to settle the trade dispute. In January 2020, they reached an agreement to settle the trade war
and return to the situation prior to 2018. This research addresses questions regarding how the WTO
facilitated settlement of trade war, how the rest of the world benefited, and the reasons behind the US
imposition of tariffs on China. One of the main findings of this research is that despite the trade disadvan-
tages, it has a major advantage in enhancing intellectual property laws within China, thereby preserving
the rights of intellectual property owners and mitigating opportunities for unfair trade practices globally.

Introduction

US-China Trade War Background Analysis

In 2018, the world’s two great powers, the USA
and China initiated a trade war by imposing import
tariffs on each other. The Trump administration
initiated the imposition of tariffs on aluminum and
steel in March 2018, China also responded to the US
with tariffs on aluminum, meat, fruit, and wine. The
increase of tariffs further increased to 25% in July
and August 2018 on China imports valued at 50%
Billion. In a reciprocal act, China also imposed a
25% tariff on US imports worth $50 billion.

In response, China increased tariffs on US
goods worth $50 billion. In September, further in-
creases led to the imposition of a 10% tariff on $200
billion worth of imports from China. In response,
China also imposed tariffs on $60 billion worth of
US imports. At the end of 2018, the US announced
a 10% tariff and indicated that it would increase to
25% in January 2019, entering into force in May
2019. China postponed the imposition of $60 billion
tariffs on the US until June 2019. During the period
of the trade war ceasefire, there was communication
between US and Chinese officials, but they did not
reach a settlement (Itakura, 2019).

On January 15, 2020, the US and China reached
a Phase One trade deal which includes a commitment
by China to make substantial additional purchases
of U.S. goods and services in the coming years. Im-
portantly, the agreement establishes a strong dispute
resolution system that ensures prompt and effective
implementation and enforcement. The United States
has agreed to modify its Section 301 tariff actions
in a significant way (“Economic and Trade Agree-
ment between the Government of the United States
of America and the Government of the People’s Re-
public of China Text,” n.d.).

Materials and methodology

1. Research Question:

The central research question guiding this study
is: “To what extent does the World Trade Organiza-
tion (WTO) influence the regulation of great econo-
mies, as exemplified by a case study of the US-Chi-
na trade war?”’

2. Hypothesis:

The hypothesis posited for this research is that
the WTO, through its established rules, agreements,
and dispute resolution mechanisms, plays a signifi-
cant role in regulating the behavior of major econo-
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mies, particularly during instances of trade conflicts
such as the US-China trade war.

3. Stages of Research:

a. Literature Review: A comprehensive review
of existing literature was conducted to establish a
theoretical foundation, understand the historical
context of the US-China trade war, and identify
gaps in current knowledge regarding the specific
influence of the WTO in regulating major econo-
mies.

b. Case Study Analysis: A detailed examination
of the US-China trade war served as a focal point for
the case study. This involved analyzing key events,
policy decisions, and economic indicators to pro-
vide a contextual background for understanding the
dynamics at play.

c. WTO Rules and Agreements Assessment: A
qualitative and quantitative analysis of WTO rules
and agreements was undertaken to assess their im-
pact on the conduct of major economies. This stage
involved a meticulous examination of relevant doc-
uments and agreements.

d. Dispute Settlement Mechanism Evaluation:
The effectiveness of the WTO’s dispute settlement
mechanism was evaluated through the examination
of specific cases related to the US-China trade war.
Both qualitative and quantitative data were utilized
to assess the outcomes and implications of the dis-
putes.

4. Research Methods:

a. Qualitative Analysis: The study employed
qualitative analysis to interpret the content of WTO
agreements, dispute settlement cases, and relevant
literature. This method facilitated a nuanced under-
standing of the regulatory framework and its appli-
cation in real-world trade conflicts.

b. Case Study Approach: The case study ap-
proach was utilized to gain in-depth insights into the
US-China trade war, focusing on the actions taken
by both parties, the role of the WTO in dispute reso-
lution, and the overall impact on global trade dy-
namics.

Background of Trade Tensions

The WTO economic analysis of the US-China
trade conflicts indicated four reasons in the policy
decision of US to tariff increases on steel and alu-
minum imports from China under section 301 of the
1974 Trade Act:

1. Manufacturing jobs should be brought back to
the United States.

2. Tariffs should be “reciprocal” at the bilateral
level.
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3. The bilateral trade deficit with China should
be reduced or eliminated.

4. China should change various policies that
have adverse effects, such as poor protection of

transfer from foreign companies investing in Chi-
na, and heavy involvement of the Chinese govern-
ment in its economy through (implicit) subsidiza-
tion of state-owned companies (SOEs) (Bekkers

A Review of the Inconsistency of US-China
within the WTO Rules

US Section 301 of the Trade:

The initiation of the trade conflict between the
United States and China occurred when the U.S.
government imposed significant tariffs on specific
Chinese products under Section 301 of the Trade
Act of 1974. Section 301 grants the U.S. Trade
Representative (USTR) the authority to take actions
against a foreign country’s trade practices that un-
dermine U.S. rights. Following investigations into
China’s trade activities, the USTR determined that
certain actions by the Chinese government related
to intellectual property and investment adversely af-
fected U.S. interests. Consequently, the U.S. chose
to counteract China’s activities by invoking Section
301 of the Trade Act of 1974.

On March 22, 2018, the U.S. imposed tariffs on
Chinese products valued between $50 billion and
$60 billion, including medical devices, satellites,
aircraft parts, and weapons. In response, on April 2,

2018, the Chinese government retaliated with tariffs
on 128 U.S. products, particularly aluminum, cars,
pork, and soybeans. By September 24, 2018, the
U.S. threatened additional tariffs on about $200 bil-
lion worth of Chinese imports, with a further threat
of tariffs on $267 billion worth of imports if China
retaliated. China, however, proposed a $110 billion
tariff on U.S. imports, disregarding the U.S. threats.

The trade tensions between the U.S. and China
escalated without resorting to the rules and proce-
dures of the multilateral trading system. Despite
both parties filing complaints with the World Trade
Organization (WTO), they did not wait for the WTO
to determine the merit of their complaints before
implementing protectionist measures. This disre-
gard for the WTO’s dispute settlement system raises
concerns about its effectiveness in providing appro-
priate redress for trade disputes among its members.

The Section 301 dilemma revolves around the
legal basis for the U.S. unilateral actions, particu-
larly in the context of the U.S.—China trade war. The
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U.S. justified its actions under Section 301 of the
Trade Act of 1974, allowing measures against trad-
ing partners engaging in activities detrimental to the
U.S. To assess the WTO consistency of Section 301,
the dispute settlement body (DSB) jurisprudence in
the case of US-Section 301-310 of the Trade Act of
1974 are crucial.

In a previous case, the European communities
questioned the consistency of Sections 301-310 of
the U.S. Trade Act of 1974, which allows the suspen-
sion of WTO concessions in response to alleged vio-
lations of trading rules by other countries. The panel
concluded that a statute reserving the right for a mem-
ber to take actions that it promised not to take under
WTO obligations is a violation of WTO rules. Sec-
tion 301’s discretion, as observed by the panel, con-
tradicts Article 23 of the DSU, placing WTO mem-
bers trading with the U.S. at the mercy of the U.S. in
trade disputes that fall outside the WTO’s scope.

Despite the panel’s ruling, the U.S. convinced
the panel that it would base its discretion on the
DSU’s decision and comply with Article 23. The
panel accepted this undertaking, allowing Sections
301-310 to remain in the U.S. statute book. After
the WTO case, both the EU and the U.S. claimed
victory, interpreting the decision differently. The
U.S. argued that it didn’t need to modify Section
301, asserting its WTO consistency, while the EU
insisted that Section 301 must be applied in a WTO-
consistent manner.

In conclusion, Section 301 remains the legal
foundation for the U.S.—China trade war, despite the
debates surrounding its WTO consistency and the
differing interpretations of the WTO case outcome
(Adekola 2019a).

China’s Article 47:

In justifying its response to U.S. tariffs, the Chi-
nese government relied on Article 47 of'its 2004 For-
eign Trade Law. This article grants China the right
to retaliate by suspending obligations under trade or
economic treaties when a co-party violates its com-
mitments, causing harm to China’s interests. The
first query is whether Article 47 encompasses the
WTO framework. The legislation suggests it does,
as it references “jointly acceded to trade treaties or
agreements with the People’s Republic of China.”
Moreover, the 2004 amendment aligns China’s
Foreign Trade Policy with WTO obligations after
its 2001 accession. Article 2 of the law specifies its
applicability to foreign trade and related aspects of
intellectual property rights, confirming its relevance
to the WTO.
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The second question concerns the WTO con-
sistency of Article 47. Although there is no WTO
jurisprudence on this, considering Articles 23.1
and 23.2 of the Dispute Settlement Understanding
(DSU), one could argue that Article 47 violates the
goal of strengthening the multilateral trading sys-
tem. Article 47 allows China to suspend obligations
in response to another country’s violation, conflict-
ing with the spirit of Article 23 of the DSU. Notably,
Article 47°s language resembles that of Article 7,
which permits countermeasures without acknowl-
edging China’s WTO obligations against unilateral
termination of concessions.

DSB jurisprudence, as seen in the US/Canada
— continued suspension case, underscores the exclu-
sivity of the WTO dispute settlement system. Ar-
ticle 23.1 establishes the DSU as the sole forum for
dispute resolution, while Article 23.2 prohibits uni-
lateral action by a WTO Member. As China retali-
ated without using the WTO’s rules and procedures,
it suggests Article 47 is WTO inconsistent.

Considering the slow pace of the WTO adju-
dicatory procedure, compliance with Article 23 of
the DSU by awaiting DSB adjudication may not be
economically wise for China. The sluggishness of
the dispute settlement mechanism raises questions
about its effectiveness and implications for the sus-
tainability of the multilateral trading system (Ad-
ekola 2019a).

The Influence of WTO on Settling the US-Chi-
na Trade War

The World Trade Organization (WTO) played a
pivotal role in attempting to resolve the trade conflict
between the United States and China. As an interna-
tional body responsible for overseeing global trade
regulations and settling disputes among member na-
tions, the WTO served as a forum for both countries
to address their concerns and seek resolutions.

Both the U.S. and China lodged complaints
against each other at the WTO, alleging violations
of international trade rules. The WTO established
panels to investigate these complaints and issued
rulings on specific matters, including intellectual
property rights and subsidies.

The WTO’s dispute settlement process involves
the filing of complaints by member countries, the
formation of panels for investigation, the issuance
of rulings, a potential appeals process, and the im-
plementation of rulings by member countries.

Additionally, beyond its dispute settlement
process, the WTO facilitated mediation and nego-
tiations between the U.S. and China. The organiza-
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tion encouraged both parties to engage in dialogue
to find mutually acceptable solutions to their trade
disputes, covering topics such as intellectual prop-
erty protection, technology transfers, and market
access.

The WTO recommended specific actions and
policies to alleviate trade tensions between the U.S.
and China. These include enhancing intellectual
property rights protection through stricter enforce-
ment of patent, copyright, and trademark laws, as
well as implementing effective measures to combat
counterfeiting and piracy. The WTO also empha-
sized the importance of promoting market access
and fair competition by reducing barriers for foreign
companies, eliminating discriminatory practices,
and ensuring transparency in regulations.

During the trade war, the WTO ruled against
certain U.S. tariffs on Chinese goods. To comply
with these rulings, the U.S. should consider revising
its tariff policies under international trade rules set
by the WTO. China, on the other hand, faced criti-
cism for its intellectual property rights protection
practices. To comply with WTO recommendations,
China needs to strengthen its legal framework for
intellectual property protection, enhance enforce-
ment mechanisms, and combat counterfeiting and
piracy.

The WTO’s involvement in the U.S.-China
trade war has had an impact on the overall outcome
and resolution. Through its established mechanisms,
such as the Dispute Settlement Body, the WTO fa-
cilitated negotiations between the two countries,
providing a structured approach to resolving trade
tensions and increasing the likelihood of reaching a
mutually beneficial resolution.

Furthermore, the WTO’s involvement reinforc-
es the importance of upholding rules-based interna-
tional trade. Both the U.S. and China are encouraged
to engage in fair competition, respect intellectual
property rights, and maintain market access for all
participants. The presence of an impartial organiza-
tion like the WTO ensures that disputes are resolved
based on established rules rather than through uni-
lateral actions or power dynamics.

In conclusion, the specific actions recommend-
ed or enforced by the WTO, along with compliance
from both the United States and China, play a cru-
cial role in mitigating trade tensions between these
two major economies. The WTO’s involvement
not only provides guidance on key issues such
as intellectual property rights protection and fair
competition but also offers a platform for media-
tion and dispute settlement, upholding rules-based

international trade for a potentially favorable out-
come for both parties in the U.S.-China trade war
(Keeler 2023).

The implication of US-China Trade War on
the Rest of war

In 2018 and 2019, the increase of tariffs between
the US and China leads to a deviation to other sup-
plying countries.

To assess the impact of these tariff adjustments
on worldwide trade, researchers correlated the
movements in tariffs with global bilateral trade data
from the International Trade Centre, focusing on the
top 50 exporting countries excluding oil exporters.
The analysis compared export growth for products
affected by distinct tariff changes initiated by the
U.S. or China.

The outcome revealed that both the U.S. and
China experienced reduced exports of products af-
fected by increased tariffs. U.S. exports to China
saw a decline of 26.3%, while exports to other re-
gions increased modestly by 2.2%. China’s exports
to the U.S. dropped by 8.5%, and its exports to other
parts of the world registered a statistically insig-
nificant increase of 5.5%. Notably, the researchers
observed that trade in products targeted by the tar-
iffs increased among bystander countries, surpass-
ing mere reallocation of global trade flows; these
countries, on the whole, increased their exports to
the world. As a result of this response from other na-
tions, the researchers calculated that, on a net basis,
the trade war contributed to a 3% increase in global
trade (“How the US-China Trade War Affected the
Rest of the World,” n.d.).

This flexible specification reveals a second
takeaway: there is substantial cross-country het-
erogeneity in export growth in targeted products
compared to non-targeted products. Moreover, this
heterogeneity is largely driven by countries’ export
responses to the rest of the world. Some countries,
such as Vietnam, Thailand, Korea, and Mexico were
among the largest export “winners”, in the sense that
they better exploited trade opportunities in product
markets with declining US or Chinese participation.
The average export growth in taxed products across
countries is 6.5% with a standard deviation across
countries of 6.1% (compared to a standard deviation
of just 1.4% implied by a specification with homo-
geneous tariff elasticities). These cross-country dif-
ferences in export growth in targeted products result
from 1) tariff elasticities that differ by country; and
i1) tariff elasticities that differ by sector and size of
the trade flow, combined with pre-war specialization
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patterns across products. Our third key takeaway is
that the country-specific component explains the
bulk — 80.5% — of the cross-country variation in
export growth in targeted products. The combina-
tion of pre-war specialization and size-dependent or
sector-specific tariff elasticities explain the remain-
ing variation (Fajgelbaum 2021).

Conclusion

There is a legal dispute behind every political
dispute. In the case of the USA and China trade war
WTO by providing grounds for filing complaints,
recommendations for negotiations, and inviting par-
ties to transparency and fair trade. The World Trade

Organization (WTO) plays a crucial role in regulat-
ing international trade and resolving trade disputes.
However, it’s important to note that the effective-
ness of the WTO in addressing US-China trade is-
sues has been a subject of debate. Some argue that
the WTO has not kept pace with the evolving nature
of global trade and the specific challenges posed by
the US-China relationship.

Bilateral tensions escalated in the preceding
years, leading to a trade war characterized by re-
ciprocal tariffs imposed by both countries on each
other’s goods. The Phase One trade deal signed in
January 2020 marked a partial de-escalation, with
both sides agreeing to address some issues and make
certain concessions.
